
Article 6  

I. 	All States should co-operate with a view to promoting. encouraging and 
strengthening universal respect for and observance of all human rights and fundamental 
freedoms for all without any distinction as to race, sex, language and religion. 

2. All human rights and fundamental freedoms are indivisible and interdependent; equal 
attention and urgent consideration should be given to the implementation, promotion and 
protection of civil, political, economic,  social and cultural rights. 

3. States should take steps to eliminate obstacles to development resulting from 
failure to observe civil and political rights as well as economic, social and cultural rights. 

Article 7  

All States should promote the establishment, maintenance and strengthening of 
International peace and security and, to that end, should do their utmost to achieve generel 
nad complete disarmament under effective international control as well as to ensure that the 
:asources released by effective disarmament measures are used for comprehensive development, 

particular that of the developing countrles. 

Article  

1. States should undertake, at the national level, all necessary measures for the 
aalization of the right to development and shall ensure,  inter- olio,  equality of opportunity 
or  all in their access to basic resources, education, health services, food, housing, 
mployment and the fair distribution of income. Effective  masures  should be undertaken to 
emus.* that women have an active role in the development process. Appropriate economic and 
.ocial  reforma  should be made with a view to eradicating all social injustices. 

2. States should encourage popular participation in all ephere: as an important factor 
n-development and in the full realization of all human rights. 

iArticle  

1. All the aspects of the right to development set forth in this Declaration are 
ndivisible and interdependent and each of th  en should be considered in the context of the 
ho le.  

2. Nothing in this Declaration shall be construed as being contrary to the purposes 
nd principles of the United Nations, or as implying that any State, group or person has a 
ight to engage in any activity or to  perfora  any act aimed at the violation of the rights 
et forth in the Universal Declaiation of Human Rights III/ and in the International 
overlent, on Han  Rights. ZOO/ 

Article 10 

Steps should be taken to ensure the full exercise and progressive enhancement of the 
ight to development, including the formulation, adoption and implementation of policy, 
egislative and other measures at the national and international levels.
