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This exchange program is based on an agreement between the University of Manitoba and 
the Fachhochschule Bielefeld. The program allows for up to six students from either universi­
ty, but access is limited to students who study business and management. Last year, five 
German students went to Manitoba and one student came to the Fachhochschule in 
Bielefeld.
Students are expected to have second year standing and to have a good academic record. 
Applicants in Bielefeld are screened and selected by a committee of representatives from the 
department and the “Akademisches Auslandsamt”. In Canada, a similar committee is res­
ponsible for the selection of the Canadian participants.
The program includes a tuition waiver and the six students from Germany enjoy the benefits 
of an IAS program, according to which they receive a flat rate for travel expenses (about DM 
2000) and a monthly allowance of about DM 700.
The exchange lasts one semester and students stay enrolled at their home university, 
German students may receive leave status.
