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PRAYERS

A Message was received from the Senate informing
this House that the Senate had passed the following
bill to which the concurrence of this House is desired:

Bill S-5, An Act to amend the Farm Improvement
Loans Act—Mr. Guay (St. Boniface).

Mr. Allmand, seconded by Mr. MacEachen, by leave
of the House, introduced Bill C-191, An Act to amend the
Parole Act, which was read the first time and ordered
to be printed and ordered for a second reading at the
next sitting of the House.

The text of the Message and recommendation of the
Governor General pursuant to Standing Order 62(2) in
relation to the foregoing Bill is as follows:

His Excellency the Governor General recommends to
the House of Commons a measure to amend the Parole
Act to provide for the appointment of not more than ten
additional ad hoc members of the Board and for their
remuneration and expenses.
