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province maans a county. There are a
number of parisbes corîesponding to tOwn-
ghips, -and thure are two men electeci usuaily
bianxiually, whe are oallud county couneil-
lors a.nd those tw'o men, togetbe? with a
third maxn appointed by the Gevernment,
mrakeo up the voters' lista for that parish.
Thoee two nmen -are usually pretty fair meni,
becauee they rapresexit the people, but the
trouble ie with the third maxi app9ýinted
by the Government. *He ia the chairman of
the board, and ne liet is of an.y value unless
ib 16 signed by hlm. Tbe other two men
might maka, up a perfect Roat, -but if the
&nairman doua not want to sigxi it, it is
ef no value. That practically meaxis that
the list la made up by the chairman ap-
pointed by the Governmient.

Mr. W. H. BENNETT: Wbat time of the
year was that list made up last?

Mi. CARVELI: Oetober, 1916.

Mr. W. H. BENNETT: Will tbat be the
liat to be us-ed li New Brunswick i the
comingc eleotien if it ie held before Decemn-
ber?

Mr. CARVELL: That will be the list
on whicb the côming election will be held
if the election is held at any time bef oie
the aecond or third day ef March.

Mr. W. H. BENNETT: WIll tba.t list be
geiierally acceptable se far as fairness is

* conoerned?

Mr. CARVELL: Yes it la, the law of the
land, and we shaîl ta.ke it.

Mr. W. H. BEN1NETT: What is the com-
plaint thun?

Mr. CARVELL: I do net know wbat my
bon. friand is apeaking about. I arn not
finding f auît with the liat. lb la thare. It
is made up by Tory officiala, and we bave
to take At. If the electioxi wara bald after
the third day of March, we would bave a
much more honest list, *but wa have to take
it as lb la. What I amn apeakixig, about us
thqt Von are zoing to appoint those Torq
partisans as enumerators, and thay are the
ones wbo are going to make up the female
suffrage liat. Those enurnerators 'will play a
very amaîl part in the Maritime Provinces
so f ai as disqualifyixig people is coxicerned.
because, in my conatituency at all evants,
I do not thixik there la a selitary voter who
could be disqualified by any anumarator
no matter how badly he might waxit to act.
There niay posaibly ha some of those Daxiish
votera. te whorn I referred last evening. I
do not know how maxiy of them or if any
of tbem came from Schleswig-Holstein. If

any of them came from there after it *as
ceded to Germany, then I amn afraid some
of those mexi might be disfranchised. I
think there are very few of them xin the
Maritime Provinces. What I amn afraid of,
in regard to t.beae enumerators la the mak-
ing up of the list of the female voters. Ir
w6uld like to see some safeguiard thrown
around- the matter. I do not like to, see a
partisan appointed wbo, bas the power to
make this list in camera. No man has any
right to go near hîm in order to find out
what hae is doing, until fifteen days before
the election when be posta up bis list and
says: That is my bandiwork. I can go to
him and produce the most solemun affidavit
li the world and prove to hlm that he bas
added to tbat list names which he sbo'uld
flot bave added or that ha bas refraixied
from adding names wbicb bu sbould bave
added, but I bave no redresa, and I cannot
make him remedy the matter at ail. Tbere
should ha some appeal or some person to
wbom one could go in eider to get justice.
My only object ini referring to some of the
conditions which prevailed in tbe past is
to shoew the Solicitor General the conditions
of affairs we bave fougbt against, and bav-
ing fought against tbem, anid bavîng won
out -and baving reacbed a point at whicb
we caxý get an honest list, we in New Bruns-
wick feel very soie that we bave to go back
te the old aystem, and that tbe supplemen-
tary list has to bc handed over to a partisan
frontwhosedecision there is ne appeal. Tbere
is no way of compelling an enumerator to
add to the list that wbicb he should add
or to strike out from the list that wbich ha
should strike out. That is wbat I arn flnd-
ing f ault witb. If the Secretary of State
doua flot want to take the revising board-
and the chairman of tbe revising board 'will
now bu a Liberal-let bim cut them out.
Let him take somebody. Let hlm take the
sberiff. If lie would bave an appeal to the
shariff of 'the county-and in my county
there are two, one a Liberal and the other
a Con servative--I would be perfectly satis-
fied to take either one. Let bima make them
the arbitrators or court ef appeal, anid they
would make up an boxiest list.

Mr. DAVIDSON: Under the New Bruns-
wick system is tbere any appeal?

Mr. CARVELL: No, there is not. At the
next session of the lugisiature, the whole
law wîll be changed. The legisiature was
not able to meet on accounit of the old
Govurnment not resigning until the montb
of May. The legisiature paassed oxily thb.
smallest quantity of legisiation absolutely
