fine timber areas in North Battieford while
in his riding hie hias not suficient to make one
third-class tie. If he knows as littie about
timber as lie lias demonstratad this afternoon,
I doubt if there is sufficient timber in his own
makeup to make even one cuil tie. Further,
may I say that the next tinie the lion. mem-
ber encounters a dust or silt storm down in
Saskatoon we cordially invite him to corne up
north wbere there are many fresh water lakes.
We wlll endeavour to cleanse liim tlioroughly
bafore lie returns.

Tlia heart of tlie hon. member seems to be
bleeding for the settlers north of St. Walburg,
but if lie wants to lielp thern the lest thing
ha can do is to go to the Minister of Rail-
ways (Mr. Manion) and to the Prime Min-
ister (Mr. Bennett) and try to obtain for
tliese poor settiers wlio are trying to carve
out a living on tlie frontier tlie railroad which
they have beau proinised. Southi of tlie Beaver
river forty-four miles of roadled is prepared
and ready for steel, but no effort lias been
made to give tliase people the railroad wliich
iwas proniisad would be finisled by 1932.

From present indications, not a mile of steel
will ha laid this year. Beyond tlie Beaver river,
twenty-fiva miles is graded and ready for tlie
steal but stili no attampt is being made ta
complete this railroad. Tlie resuit will ha
that thesa sattlers for years to corne will be
witlout the railway facilities promised 'ta
tliem by the Liberal governmant. Had that
governmant bean returnad to power, tliese
people would certainly have racaivad tlie rail-
way consideration ta which they are justly
entitled.

Hon. CHARLES STEWART (West
Edmonton): Mr. Speaker, 1 have nothing ta
add ta the affidavits submitted and the al-
legations made by the lion. member for
Saskatoon (Mr. MacMillan) axcept ta say
that had these affidavits bean handed to me
wlian I was acting as Minister of the Interior,
I would hava orderad an immadiate investi-
gation. That would not liave bean the first
tuae an investigation of tliis character was
conductad in tlie departrnant. Thesa files are
now in the possession of the Saskatchewan
govarnmant and it would be an easy mattar
for that governmant ta invastigate the charges
made by my lion, friand. I would suggest
that lie get in touchi with the provincial gov-
arnment and raquest an immediate investiga-
tion. Mr. Smart wlio was in cliarge of the
office at Prince Albert is now tha superintan-
dent of a national park in Manitoba; ail the
otliar officers concernad are somewhere in the
vicinity of thesa allegad transactions, and

there should ha no difficulty in carrying out
ai) investigation. The report of the ties pur-
cliased by the Canadian National Railways is
available and will disclose wlietlier tliey wera
burned or green tumber. The hion. mamber
for North Battlaford (Mr. Mclntosh) lias
indicated that the contractors man-tionad in
the statement are responsible people and if
any mishandling lias occurred, recovery could
bc made.

Mr. A. A. HEAPS (North Winni.peg): Mr.
Speaker, bafore the -motion is suhbnitted ta the
bouse, I have aone or two observations ta
niake. According ta the ternis of tlie resohi-
tion, the problem of unemployment is ana of
the most important with whicli parliament lias
ta deal; but during the debate this afternoon
we have listened ta speeches whicli have reaily
nothing to do with this serious matter.
Apparently the question in the way it lias
been discuissed for sanie tume, lias been boiled
down ta ana affecting a particular lacality,
either in eastarn Canada or in Saskatchiewan
or in sanie other part of the dominion. Un-
fortunateIy unaniploynient is not local but
national and can ýba dealt with only in a
national way.

I should like ta say first of alI that 1 have
every synipatly with the last part of the
raýsolution. 1 ani very anxiaus ta see the gov-
ernnient taka inmaediate action and state its
policy in regard ta thîs question. 1 also
realize that froni the tique this motion first
came bafore the inouse, quite a numbar of
things have happanad and a different slant lias
been givan ta thle subjeet. I sea by the papers
to-day that within the naxt few days a con-
ferance betwaen the federal and provincial
governients wiIl 'ha called ta discuss how
uIneniploynient is ta ba dealfi with, and thare-
foare I prafar ta leave my remarks to a suh-
saquent occasion when I shaîl ba able ta dis-
cuss that aspect of the matter more intelli-
gently.

My main purpose in rising fia-day is that
I do not desire ta sea .this question of unani-
ployrnent discussad in the party spirit in which
it lias beau débated during the past few
weaks. I arn always sfraid, whan the party
spirit bagins ta manifest itself, as it of tan does
in the house, that unernployrnent enay be lest
siglit of altogether and wlien it camas ta a
question of what the Liberal party did liera
or the Consarvative party did -thera, we forget
antiraly about the large number of people
wlio happan ta 'ha out of wark. Tha amend-
ment as set f orth by the hion. member for
Kenora-Rainy River (Mr. Heenan) takes up
alniost a whole page of Hansard, and more
