Mr. Poulin: Mr. Speaker, the question is that the accusa-
tion has come from the other side that members on this
side, I among them, did not support the motion moved
yesterday. I did not detect that either yesterday or today.
If there was any opposition it did not come from this side.

Some hon. Members: Oh, oh!
Mr. Nielsen: That is not true.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. The hon. member for St.
Boniface on a question of privilege.

Mr. Guay (St. Boniface): Mr. Speaker, using the same
words as the hon. member for Winnipeg North Centre, I
should like to make it “crystal clear” that the reason I
seconded the motion was to bring it to the attention or the
House that no member on this side opposed the motion
moved yesterday.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please.
