STRIKE OF LONGSHOREMEN IN QUEBEC-GOVERNMENT
ACTION TO ENFORCE COMPLIANCE WITH BACK-TO-WORK

LEGISLATION

Hon. Robert L. Stanfield (Leader of the Opposition):
Mr. Speaker, may I direct my question to the Minister of
Justice, or to the Acting Prime Minister, in the absence of
the Minister of Labour? Could we be given further infor-
mation about the situation concerning the longshoremen
in the St. Lawrence ports following the meeting yesterday
between representatives of the unions and the Minister of
Labour?

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister of Justice): Mr. Speaker,
the Minister of Labour is continuing a series of meetings
in connection with the longshoring operations of the ports.
At the same time we are taking steps to proceed with
applications under the special Act of parliament adopted
last week, to obtain an order to ensure compliance with
that Act.

Mr. Stanfield: A supplementary question, Mr. Speaker.
Would the minister be more specific as to what measures
he and his associates are proceeding with to ensure com-
pliance with the Act?

Mr. Lang: Mr. Speaker, the application to which I
referred is an application for an order under the Act to

secure compliance on the part of the employees' associa-
tions. In our view the facts supporting the order had to be
established and, thereafter, appropriate notice has to be
given to the parties involved. That is now in process.

Mr. Stanfield: A final supplementary question, Mr.
Speaker. Who are the parties involved? I do not mean, by
name, but by description.

Mr. Lang: Mr. Speaker, I was speaking particularly
about the five unions involved.

The Minister of Justice bas outlined the steps the
government has taken to see that the Act is complied with.

ALLEGED DISCRIMINATION AGAINST NATIVES AT BANQUET
FOR PRINCE OF WALES-REQUEST FOR INVESTIGATION AND

RESIGNATION OF COMMISSIONER OF NORTHWEST
TERRITORIES

Mr. Edward Broadbent (Oshawa-Whitby): Mr. Speak-
er, my question is for the Acting Prime Minister. In view
of the report that appeared originally on television last
night, and was repeated in the newspapers this morning,
to the effect that among the 350 guests invited for a
banquet organized for the Prince of Wales by the Commis-
sioner of the Northwest Territories there were only 22
native people, and as native peoples constitute some two-
thirds of the total population of the Northwest Territories,
can the Acting Prime Minister tell the House whether the
government has conducted an investigation into the
accuracy of this report?

Hon. Mitchell Sharp (Acting Prirne Minister): Mr.
Speaker, we have not conducted any particular investiga-
tion. I expect that the Minister of Indian Affairs and
Northern Development will be back in Ottawa shortly. He
has been meeting with native peoples in the north. All I
saw, of course, was what was on television. Everyone,
including the native peoples, seemed to be having a good
time celebrating the visit of the Prince of Wales.

Mr. Broadbent: A supplementary question, Mr. Speaker.
As usual, the Acting Prime Minister seems to have missed
the point. Is it the government's view that such a
representation of native peoples of the Northwest Territo-
ries was adequate? Does the minister think that 22 mem-
bers of the native community can be considered as a fair
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
