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we may put into effect the budgetary provisions contained
therein.

BISHOPS' REPRESENTATIONS

listen to us, at least iisten to the special needs of this country at
Christmas time?

However, we also have an obligation to
redirect our resources to those most in need, the iow-income
carners with chiidren.
