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Liberai government deprived them of for more than 20
years. That is the answer to that question.

Beyond that, to ensure some sanity in this debate, 1
wanted to give the member this instruction on the matter
of when the government should enter into labour dis-
putes to the extent of requiring back-to-work legisiation.
The test is this: "Unfortunately, however, there are
times and situations when the spirit of compromise and
the demonstration of good faith so necessary on the part
of ail concemned are found wantmng. In such circum-
stances the federal goverfiment, as custodian of the
economay and the protector of the public interest, must
assume its responsibility." Those are the words of the
Hon. Member for Papineau, the old riding of Saint-Mi-
chel, in this House on October 17, 1978. That is the test
he provided. That is the test made by the Liberal Party.
Will the member answer whether we are not following
that test, his test?

Mr. MacDonald: I hope the Hon. Member for Halifax
West still has the support of his researcher because he
does flot any longer have the support of his constituents.

'Me memabers opposite would like to pat themselves
on the back. Let us just look at this, and again I arn going
to quote from one of their documents: "We have ships'
crews with families that are living close to the poverty
lie. In fact, members with a spouse and two children
make approximately $100 to $150 a month more than a
similar family on social assistance." The hon. member
opposite stands up, smiles, and pats himseif on the back
for legislating back-to-work and legislating probably a
contract that will perpetuate that obscenity.
