GERMANY CAN’T FINANCE LONG WAR 
FRANCE IN FEAR OF SUDDEN ATTACK

PARIS, June 5.—(Can. Press)—Some startling figures 
were given by Deputy Andre Levere as to the financial 
position of the triple alliance, composed of Germany, 
Austria-Hungary and Italy, and of the triple entente, com­
posed of Great Britain, France and Russia, in the course of 
a speech in favor of three years ’ service in the active army 
for1 Frenchmen, delivered in the chamber of deputies today. 
He said:

“Germany is unable to afford a long war. The banks 
of the countries forming the triple alliance possess only 
$741,600,000 in gold, with $1,600,000,000 in circulation, 
while those of the triple entente possess $1,587,200,000 in 
their vaults, and $2,800,000,000 in circulation.

“Everything points to Germany relying on a sudden 
overwhelming attack should war be declared. Therefore, 
France must always have a large army on the frontier.”

The debate on the bill was adjourned.

Germany Take*
Olive Branch

WASHINGTON, June 5.—(Can. 
Press)—Secretary Bryan today 
announced that Germany, Bolivia 
and Argentina had so far ap­
proved his proposal for universal 
peace as to ask for tentative drafts 
of the treaties. With these addi­
tions the list of nations that 
have undertaken to consider the 
proposal favorably reaches 18.
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
