OTTAWA, Feb. 18.-—The house spent
the greater part of the day discussing
a resolution offered by. A. K Maclean
of Halifax, calling for the appointment
of a special committee to consider
amendments to the Elections Act and
the Corrupt Practice Act. The resolu-
tion which adopted the phtaseology of
a similar resolution proposed to the
house some years ago by the present
prime minister, declared that it is de-
sirable to enact more etfectlve' pro-
visions to punish bribery and fraud at
electfpns, to ensure thoro publicity as
to expenditures by political organiza-
tions, to prevent the accumulation of
campaign funds for corrupt purposes,
and to prohibit contributions thereto by
corporaions, contractors and promoters,
to expedite the hearing of elecion peti-
tions, and to prevent collusive arrange-
ments for the withdrawal or com-
promise thereof, to provide for a thord
investigation of corrupt practices, and,
if’necessary, to appoint an independent
prosecuting - officer charged with that
duty, to simplify the procedure thereof,

and to enforce the laws so amended.
