NATIONAL TAX N FORTUNES

Continued From Page 1.

omic questions thlt are now so prom-
inently before the public. On that
point the president observed:

In It an Income Tax ?

It is important to this people ‘0
grapple with the problems connected
with the amassing of enormous for-
tunes and the use of those fortunes.
both corporate and individual, in busi-
ness. We should discriminate in the
sharpest way between fortunes well
won and fortunes {ll won; between
those gained as an incident to per-
forming' great services to the com-
munity as a whole and those gained in
evil fashion by keeping just within
the limits of mere law honesty. Of
course no amount of charity in spend-
ing such fortunes in any way com-
pensates for misconduct in making
them. As a matter of personal con-
viction, and without pretending to dis-
cuss the detailav.or formulate 'the sys-
tem; I feel that we shall ultimately
have to consider the adoption of some
such scheme as that of a progressive
tax on all fortunes beyond a certain
amount either given in life or devised
or bequeathed upon death to any in-
dividual—a tax so framed as te put it
out of the power of the owner of one
of these enormous fortunes to hand
,on more than a certain amount to any
one individual—the tax, of course, to
be imposed by the national and not
the state government. Such taxation
should, of course, be aimed merely 2t
the inheritance or transmission in
their entirety of those fortunes swol-
len bevond all healthy limits.

The Man With the Rake,

In opening his spsech, the president
said:

The material problems that face us
to-day are not such as they weye_ln
Washington’s time,” but the underiying
facts of human wnature are the *ame
now as they were then. Under altered
external form we war with the same
tendencies toward evil that were evi-
dent in Washington’s time, and are
thelped by the ‘same tendencles fer
good. It is about some of these that I
wish to say a worgq to-day. o

In “Pilgrim’s Progress” the man with
the muck rake is set forth as the exam-
plé to- him whose vision is fixed on
carnal instead of spiritual things. Yet
he alsg typifies thé man who in this
life cnsistently refuses to see aught‘
that is lofty, and fixes his eyes with
solemn intentness only on that which
is “vile and debasing. Now, it is very
necessary that we should not flinch.
from seeing what is vile and debasing.
There is flith on the floor, and it must
{ be scraped up wi:th the muck-rake; n_nd
there are times and places where ihis
service ig the most needed of all ser-
vices that‘fcan be performed..But the
iman who *never does anything else,
who never thinks or speaks or writes
{save of his feats with the'!muck-rake,
ispeedily beccmesg, not a help to society,
not an incitement to good, but one of
the most potent forces for evi_l.

There are, in the body politic, econo-
Imic and social, many and grave evils;
;and there is urgent necessity for the
|sternest war upon them.. There should
be relentless exposure of an attack upon
ievery evil man, whether politician or
business man, every evil . practice,
whether in politics, in businesg or in
social life. I hail as a benefactor every
writer or speaker, every man who, on
the platform, or in ‘book. magazine -or
newspaper, with merciless severity
makesg sSuch attack, provided always
that he in his turn remembers that the
'attack is of use only Af it is absolutely
truthful. The liar is no ‘' whit better
than the thief, and if his mendacity
takes the form of slander, he may be
worse . than most thleves. It oputs a
premium upon knavery untruthfully to
attack am honest man, or even with
hysterical exaggeration to nssail a bad
man with untruth. An epidemic of In-
discriminate assault upon character
does not zood, but verv .great harm.
The so\l of every scoundrel is gl -dder-
ed whenevey an honest man is assa’led,
or even when a scounadrel is untruth-
fully assailed.

Invites Re-Action.

One of the chief counts against those
who make indiscriminate assaul; upon
men in business or men in pubric life
is that they invite a reaction which is
sure to tell powerfully in favor of the
uascrupulops scoundrel, who really
ought tg be attacked, who ought to be
exposed, who ought, if possible, to _be
puti nthe pénitentiary. If Aristides
is praised overmuch as just, peopl2
get tired of hearing it, and overcensure
of the unjust finally and from similar
| reasons results in their favor,
| Gross and reckless assaults on char-
'acter, whether on the stump or in news-
i paper, magazine or book, create a mor-
ibid and vicious public sentiment -and
[at the same time act as a profouid
deterrent to able men of normal sensi-
|tiveness and tend to prevent them
| from entering the public service at any
| price. :
| At the risk of repetiticn, let me say
iagain that my plea is not for immunity
‘to. but for the most unsparing exposure
,of the politician who betrays his trust,
{of the big business man who makes or
‘spends his fortune in illegitimate cr
{corrupt ways.There should be a reso-
ilute effort to hunt every such man out
of the position he has disgraced. Ex-

:'pose the crime and huat down the crim-

iinal, but remember that even in the
|case of crime if it is attacked in sen-
|sational, lurid and ‘uutruthful fashion,
the attack may do more damage to
the public mind than the crime itse:r.
