Generally this angry criticism has
been aroused on behalf of the producer.
More recently it has been equally
aroused on behalf of the consumer. An
Impartial reading of these criticisms
would leave the«impreesion that &body
of4 packers in Canada enjoying some
pecaliar aflvantages . were exploiting
producers and consumers, and’ that it
was the duty of all to unite in repudi-
dting the impudent vagabonds. The
remarkable thing is that of the three .

. primarily concerned in the live stock !

tndustry (producer;’ packer and ‘cor«
sumer) the packer has out-distanced
his associate in the discharge of a
common rasponeibility. Perhaps.a truer
pPerspective can be secured by a state-
ment whieh ‘has the authority of an
irtimate knowledge of the facts. |
In the development of the live stock
industry, some agency must be pro-
vided thru which products of such
stock can be prepared and marketed.
Such agency s as cssential to the en-
terprise as is the 'producer of the stock
or the consumer of the products. To
provide this agency, packing houses
have been established in_all countrfes
where live stock is produced in quan-
titles. These packing houses are for
the mest part owned. and operated. by
individuals or incorporated companies,
In some countries, notably Denmark,
they are chiefly co-operative in char-
acter. Whether, however, the opera- |
tion s co-operative or corporate, such
establishiments are necessary When the
industry assumes proportions other
than that of a purely local character.
In killing establishments (abattoirs)
from which fresh meat in carcasses is
sf)ld. the time between the purchase by
the abattoir ccmpany of the live anl-
mal, and its =ale as dressed meat, Is
8> ghort that the capital invested in
the enterprise is turned over 25 to 40
times during the year. In packing
houses where cured products are pre-
pared, the time between the date of
the purchase of the live animal by the
Packer and its sale as cured product,
covers a period which permits the capi-
tal invested to be turned over from 6
1910 times during the vear. It is this
f!:c:meni turn over of capital which
differentintes the packing business
from many other lines of manufacture.
and which enables the packer control-
iny a large volume of business to: se-
cure a moderate or large return upon
the capital invested, tho the percent-
age of net profit upon the aggrégate

.Abatmir companies handling only
fresh meats, by reason of the frequency
ot the turn over of their capital, will
secure full returns if, after paying
Operating charges, they have a net
profit of one to two per cent. upon the
drsiness done.

Neither individual nor united efforts
were made to defeat the movement.

BIG LABOR CONGRESS

et

Opened at . Newcastle, England—>554
Delegates Present.

NEWCASTLE, England, Sept. 4—
There is an unusually widespread in-
meeting of the
Trades Union Congress, whlch\ opened
here to-day. Five hundred and fifty-

four delegates were present, represent-

ing 1,667,000 members, which is con-
siderably in excess of anything here-

tofore known in the deliberations of

laber.

Parliament is bound to be. largely in-

fluenced by the upheavals during the

last couple of months in the labor
world, and President Mullin gave the
delegates a lead in his presidential
address. - He claimed that the workers
had won hitherto denled advances In

, wages and other advantages by the re-

cent unrest, and the long-drawn agony
of arbitration, he intimated, had about
reached its limit. He denounced the

‘raliroads’ policy of non-recognition of

the unions and sharply criticized the

government for employing soldiers for

strike duty, “instead of laying down
the daw to commercial magnates,whose
high-handed autocracy had involved
public suffering and would not easily
be forgotten.”

The congress has a week of heavy '

work before it. ‘One of the larger pro-
posals to be considered is the fusion of
the various organizations into one grand
national federation,to becalled the labor
congress, with the object of better fur-
thering the solidarity of labor, and for
the purpose of more speedily introduc-
ing drastic improvements in the labor
world.
