ONAUSSIAN FRONTS

Whole of Stavropol Province is

Now Cleared of the Bol-
shevist Troops.

GEN. DENEKINE ADVANCING

“Reds” Have Had Somewhat the
Best of It in Opposing the
Don Army.

London, Feb. 21.—Reuter’s learns
the following concerning the situation
on the different Russian fronts.

In North .Russia. the position at
Murmansk and Archangel is un-
changed. It is reported that the Bol-
sheviki are massing troops here. Their
numbers have more than doubled since
the beginning of the year. There are
no signs of an ambitious offensive at
the present moment. : A

On the, eastern front the| Siberian
army is extending its rig;lxt wing
northward from ‘Icherdin te!Ustnem-
skoi, where there has heen fighting
and a Siberian counter offensive, far-
ther south, which is continuing satis-
factory.

On the southern front General De-
nekine’s volunteer army gained a
brilliant success. On s front of
nearly 300 miles: between Munich and
the Caueasus mountains, the Bolshe-
viki_have been completely defeated
and driven back over a hundred miles.
The - 11th Soviet army lost all its
transport, 31,000 prisoners, 95 guns,
162 machine guns, 8 armored trains
and 4 hospital trains. The whole of
Stavropol province is now cleared (_)f
the Bolshevists, who-are holding their
front with their left flank resting on
the Caspian. Gen. Denekine has also
occupied valuable oil wells at Grosny,
and is in touch with the advance
guard of Gen. 'Thompson’s force at
Petrovsk. :

The defeated Bolshevists are in the
most uncomfortable position, owlng to
bad communications, and most im-
portant successes by the volunteer
army are anticipated.

The Don Army.

The Don army had extremely heavy
fighting -in the past week along tl}e
whole froat, frem Thraitsin to Mari-
pol, of which it is admitted that the
Bolshevists had the best of matters,
chiefly owing to the demoralized state
of the Cossacks. A counter-offensive
by the left wing east of Bakmut, how-
ever, slowed dgown the advance, and
resulted in the capture of 1000 pri-
soners and two guns, while the second
Soviet division, compPosed almost en-
tirely of Chinese and Lettish troops,
was almost entirely destroyed.

COMPILING HSTORES 0F
CANADIAN BATTALIONS

Official War Records Already to
Hand of Four Units, Includ-
ing PP.C.L.L.

Ottawa, Feb. 21.—The department
of publjc information ‘here has re-
ceived from the Canadian war records
office in Liondon the first instalment
of the histeries bat-
talions which have ' served at the
front. 'The consignment consists of
the stories of.the 10th, 13th, 28th and
Princess Patricia Battalions in pam-
phlet form, which will be available on
application 4t the nominal charge of
15 cents.

The ‘histories. follow fhe fortunes of
the four units’' from their formation
in Canada up to the . operations. at
Passchendaele in October and No-
vember, 1917, altho in the case of the
13th Battalion the history ends with
the taking of Hill 70. The publica-
tions were in the “printer’s hands at
the time of the signing of the armis-
tice, and, for military reasons, did not
cover the later activities of the corps.
Complete histories are, however, be-
ing compiled, and will be available
for distribution at a Jater date.

In Narrative Form.

The stories are written in narra-
tive form, and make “eéry interésting
reading. The first ‘gas 'attack at
Ypres and the gallant fighting of the
Canadians in ' that bigody battle, the
Somme operations, the taking of Vimy

BOTTROP BOMBARDED

Town Was Unable to Stand Outf
Against Heavy Artillery of |
the “Reds.”

Berlin, Feb. 21.—The strike _in
Ruhr industrial region is still spread-
ing, but it appears to be increasingly
evident that only a small minority of |
the strikers are in sympathy with the:
Spartacans, -and that a majority off
them would go to work if they were !
permitied to -do ‘so.

Marshal Foch is reported to have |
consented to the sending by ‘the
government of troops against Dussel-
dorf, which is in the neutral zone
fixed by the armistice. The majority |
of the Spartacan recruits come from
Dusseldorf, and the cleaning up of that;
city by the government forces would'

be a heavy blow for the Communists. |
who are reperted to have 15,000 armed |
adhereats. there. There are said to be |
3000 armed Spartgcans at Essen, an@i
consie:rable numbers also at Ham- |
born. in the Dusseldorf district,

The Spartacans have cut the rail-
way .from Oberhausen, north of Essen,
to Dorsten, to prevent the transporta-
tion o troops. They are also occupy- |
ing all the roads by which soldiers |
could come to the region.

Inspect All Trains.

Armed Spartacans pass thru all the
trains in the Ruhr district. and refuse
to permit anybody suspected of being
a government soldier to proceed fur-
ther in the district. They have been !
expelled from the Elberteld ra,ilwayj
station by government Zorces, but at|
Barmen there was a reversal of these |
conditions, the Spartacans seizing the |
railway station and public buildingsv!
and disarming the policemen.

The government is reported to be
purposely refraining from local of-
fensives against the Spartacans, since
it is its desire to wait until an ade-
quate number of troops is available, to
clean up the whole district thoroly.

The Tageblatt, flescribing the cap-
ture of Bottrop recently by the Sparta-
cans, thru the use of artillery, says
that the Spartacans at Sterkrade call-
ed on the Bottrop authorities to give
up their arms, When the demand was
rejected, 3000 heavily armed Sparta-
cans advarnced and ‘hambarded Bot-
trop, causing great damage, including
the shattering of the town hall.

The defenders were powerless
against the Spartacan heavy artillery,
and finally hoisted the white flag. The

The proposal, which #as submitted
by the directors of the North German
Lloyd Line, with the approval of the
German government, provided that a
fleet of big liners with a normal carry-
ing capacity of 50,000 passengers
should be assigned to this province,
and the troops transported from their
present stations over the Alirect trunk
lines to Bremen and Hamburg. Over
these lines, according to Gen, Groener,
now in charge of the German railways,
a speedy movement would be practi-
cal. The steamers would be capable
of making eight round trips in a year,
making it possible to return 400,000
men by this routé in that period. As
American experts commented, how-
ever, if the ships were loaded in ac-
cordance with the present American
military practice, instead of under the
German pre-war regulations. they
would carry at least twice that num-
ber, or 100,000 the trip.

REPORT FISH SURPLUS
THRUOUT THE DOMINION

Ottawa, Feb. 21.—The “total value of
sea fish at the point of landing on both
the Atlantic and Pacific coasts during
the month of January was $606,556, ac-
cording to the monthly statement is-
sued by the naval department today.
In comparison with January,1918,when the
total value was $830,677, there is a de-
crease of $224,121.

It was pointed out by the department
that the decrease in value is due, not
to a falling off in the quantity of fish
taken, but to a decrease in the value
of fish. This decrease in value is caus~
ed by the fact that there is now, thru-
out the Dominion, a surplus of fish. A
drop in the price “charged consumers
should ultimately result from this sur-
plus.
