THE MONRY IS READY.

Taking up the financial _aspect of the
question, the Mayor showed that the pro-
posal can Me carried out without in any
way adding to the immediate burdens of
the people. For the construction of street
rallway pavements in the years 1892, 1893
and 1894 a sum of $1,087,728.57 was et
apart under various bylaws. The annaai
sinking fund and interest charges on tnis
capital expenditure amount to $131,051 1n
1896 the city received from tlle Street Rail-
way Company in mileage and percentage
$158,321. This leaves a surplus of $7270
after mpeting all charges. Of the amount
raised as above there is still available in
the form of unexpended balances $70,000,
which can only be applied towards the
paving of the <spaces between the street
rallway tracks. There is also a sum of
$12,000 appropriated for paving between the
tracks on Dundas-street north to Bloor,
which it is not the intention at present to
expend. ‘These two sums provide the city
with $82,000, which is immediately 4nd
legally availableé for such a work as the ex-
}e{nsl(én of the street railway tracks to the
sland.

In the ewent, however, of the law au-
thorizing the expenditure of street rallway
revenue having been so drawn as to fail
to confer authority for an extension such
as  that contemplated .on the lsland,
would suggest that application be made
to the Legislature to permit the expenditure
of this balance as part of the amount re-
quired to make the extension and bridge
the channel’ at the Queen’s Wharf. The
Engineer’s estimdte of the cost of the eon-
struction of a suitable bridge and roadway
for double tracks is $161,000. An increase
of this estimate to $200,000 seems ample
to cover all possible contingencies.

.METHODS OF FINANCE.

After appropriating $75,000 of the present
balance avaliable, it would be necessary to
ralse $125,000 by an issue of debentures,
upon which the annual charges would be
§i812.80, which can be met by the present
surplus of street rallway revenue, as the
greaier portion of the debentures issued
to comnstruct the permanent railway pave-
ments will expire by 1904, after which
there will be an annual surplus revenue eof
$140,000 from the railwa-, and the deben-
tures issued for the lsiund extension can
then be wiped out in oune year, without
making any addition to the tax rate,

TO ENCOURAGE MANUFACTURERS.

The Cherry-street bridge will shortly be
erected, and the agreement with the Toron-
to Rallway Co. to deliver the ashes, ete.,
from all parts of the city over the bridge
to reclaim the Ashbridge’s march will be
signed during the year. It is reported
that this work will be done at much
less cost than at the present time,
and it will be a great advantage to the
public to have first-class land made there,
s0 that manufacturers ~can secure sites
from the city on reasonable terms. In this
connection let me say that our duty in the
future will be to treat mamufacturers in a
generous spirit. They receive offers of ad-
vantages from outside mnuicipalities which
are very tempting, and frequently cause
them to locate In other places. Toronfo is
the natural location for the manufacturers
of this province, and the city will have
to deal in a generous manmner with those
who desire to establish such businesses if
we are to secure them.

ISLAND IMPROVEMENTS.
