Satisfactory Report Presented at the
Meeting of Shareholders.

fl'le Futare Filled With the Brightest
Promise—An Attack on the Board Over
the Rate War-Sip Charles Rivers-
Wilson Intimated His Belief That Sir
Willlam Van Horme Was Blufling Re-
garding North Bay Line,

London, Apwil 5.—Sir Charles Rivers-Wil-
son, President of the Grand Trunk Railway
of Canada, in a speech at the shareliolders’
meeting to.day, eald the principle which
the present Board had always follewed
was to seek the maximum' amount of busi-

ness at the minimum cost. He congratu-
lated them upon the result - of this policy,
which, he said, was best illustrated by tne
fact that the road during the last half year
had hauled 25.4 freight cars per traln,

during the precedin alt year.

The President sald that Jan. 1, 1898, was
the first time since 1800 that the Grand
Trunk Railway had been free from debt.
But while this was satisfactory, the share-
holders must- be prepared for an expendl-
ture from the capital account, owing fo
the necessity for strengtheniig the line in
order to haul heavler loads. This would
begin on the Portland division, and they
would in June begin saving £8000 yearly

redemption of the six per’ cent. bonds.
The expeénditure from the capital account
would be sprefd over a series of years, 50
as not to cripple any particular year.

The President also said the Montreal
bridge was progressing satisfactorily. He
expressed the bellef that an agreement
with the Government in regard to Inter-
colondal running would goon recelve statu-
Loi"y sangtion. %

‘he President also declared the future
was filled with the brightest promise.

Mr. (3rdlestone of Bristol gave a eulo-
gistic description of the property, but was
howled down by the meeting.

: The Rate War,

Touching on the war of rates in Canada,
the President alluded to the refusal of arbi-
tration by the Canadian Paclfic Rallway,
and the refusal by that company to accept
the offer of one-half the passenger traffic
to be sent by the Canadlan Paeific, the
other half to be sent by the Grand Trunk.
It seemed to him that.it was the object
of the Canadian Pacific to cripple the
irand Trunk in its western business. It
was not possible for the Grand Trunk to
make exclusive agreements with the Cana-
dian Pacifie, owing to the fear of antagon-
{zing other lines. §

The threat of the Canadian Pacific to
build a branch line to Toronto, connectin
with the .main, Jine north of that city, an
which would paralyze the North Bay branch
of the Gra Trunk, he said, should not
be taken serfously. It was a threat that
Sir Willlam Var Horne had no serious In-
tention of carrying out.

Sir Charles added that he would not en-
ccurage the icvestment of Engiish money
in such a line, and hoped that Sir William
Van Horne and Mr. Shaughnessy would
goon €o¢ the error of thelr ways. He hoped
that he would shortly be able to announce
the conclusion of a satisfactory arrange-
ment. ¢/ % 2
