The Position of Foreman and Store-
keeper of Waterworks Will
Likely be His.

MANAGER _BARROW'S  REPORT IN

He Says a Better Water Supply is
Necded — Ex-Mayor Tuckett’s
Funeral—General News.

Hamilton, Feb. 21.—(Special.)—It is al-
mosit a certanity that Ald, McAndrew, who
has served the city wise and faithfully
for ten years, will get his reward now.
At the meeting of the Civic Fire and
Water Committee this evening, it was un-
animausly decided to recommend that Ald.
“Mac’ be foreman and storekeeper of
tlie Waterworks Department at a salary
of §$800 a year, The committee also de-
cided that Albert Anpstey be given the po-
sition of Superintendent of the Department
at a salary of $700 a year.

Better Water Supply Wanted.

Manager Barrow presented a report on
the.necessity of more water supplyl. From
his report the following extract was taken:
“I still consider the new ‘third’ main and a
distinct reparation will be of inestimable
value to the waterworks system, and,
therefore, the sooner they can be intro-
duced the better. I did say that the pro-
posed improvements were approveg of by
the fire underwriters, The enlargement of
the filtering basin is also a work of great
fmportance and necessity.”

Ald, Hobson said he was not saltisfied
with the manager's report, He thought
Mr, Barrow was evading the direct issue,
is a third main an absolute necessity?

Mr, Barrow, in reply, said he did not
kihow how to make it clearer that a new
main is required. Manager Barrow pre-
sented a report regarding the lack of fire
protection in the vicinity of James and
Colborne streets, near which the Hamil-
ton brass foundry and Gurney Ware scale
works are situated. He advised that a
6-inch main be laid on <Colborne street
west, from James-street,with hydrants and
valves, at a cost of $1,000, The commit-
tee decided to recommend that the work
be procéeded with,

TORONTO’S WOUNDED,

Lieut, J. C. Mason Was Slightly
Wounded—He Was Bound to
Go to the Front.

‘Lieut.-Col, Mason of the Royal Grena-
diers, himself a veteran and wounded at
Batoche, very kindly furnished a° World re-
porter with some particulars regarding Lis
son's millitary career,

*'I have just been informed of a message
sent by Lord Roberts to the effect that my

son is slightly wounded,” said he.: *The
news that his injury is not seriods is a
great relief to his mother and myself,”

Capt. James C. Mason, tho an officer in
the Royal Grenadiers, was attached as
lieutenant to *‘B”* Company (London). *“‘He
told me,” said the Coionel, proudly, “that
he would go in the ranks if he could not
£0 as an orficer, and so I did what I could
Ior him.” 1In a recent letter from Col. Ot-
€er to Col. Mason, the former refers thus
to Capt,, Mason: *“Meanwhile he is dolug
his work thoroly well and is maintainin
his reputation as a most careful, enthusi-
astie and rellable officer.” %

These are indeed complimentary words
to be treasured by the many friends of
the gallant ‘officer. Capt. Mason served
three years as a member of *‘I" Co., Q.
O.R., before receiving his commission as
captain of “E” Co.,, Royal Grenadiers, in
which régiment he has now completed five
years’ service. His military record is of
the highest, ‘he having commanded the
Grenadiers in the marching and firing com-
betitions which they won in 1897, 1808 and
1809, soclallr be is no less popular than
in military circles, and the eyes of many
are watching with lnteresg__lg{i’t.yreer ia
South Africa.

On the nigit of
the engagement (Sunday last) Miss Vander-
water of 120 Sorauren-avenue, a sister of
the young. man, had a remarkable dream
which Froves to have been no less than a
case of second sight. She dreamed that
she had spent the day on the South Afti-
can battlefield, and, tho close to her bro-
ther, could not reach him. Then she saw
the Canadians charge over the red, sandy
veldt, with the Boers pouring a wl’thermg
fire upon them from the front of thelr
kopjes. In the rush, the sTnoke seemed to
obscure most of the Toronto boys, but she
could see her brother clearly, and saw a
bullet strike him just below the shouider.
Then she seemed to be released from the
invisible force that chained her and ran
forward. ‘*‘The bullet has glanced off Lis
ribs,” she said to herself, and arrived just
in time -to catch him as he fell. Tearing
away his clothes she seemed to be engaged
in staunching the flow of blood when she
awoke, '

Miss Vanderwater said nothing about her
dream until the news of the engagemeut
reached here yesterday. She is a trained
nurse, and is sorry she did not go with the
lirst contifigent in that capacity. In view
of the hopeful character of her dream Miss
Vv alerw ir is not apprehensive of a fatal
result to ber brother,

IP'te. Vanderwater is only 21 years of age
and was a member of the Queen’s Own
ambulance corps. He was with the Cana-
udians that took part in the Sunnyside en-
gagement, He is a son of Mr. R. W. Van-
derwater, and had been employed as as-
sistant chemist at the Rubber Works acd
ai8o as circulation agent for one of the daily
uewspapers.

Pte, R. H, McLaughlia,

Pte. R. H. McLaughlin, R.C.R.I,, came
to Toronto six years ago with his discharge
from the British army, having seen service
in Afghanistan under Roberts, been -inva-
lided home, and received a medal, He then
joined the R.C.R.I., of which he has been
4 member ever since, and was one of the
first sixteen from the fort to enlist, besides
the eleven Dragoons. He was a native of
Scotland, and apparently between 40 and
45 years of age.

SORROW IN MONTREAL,

Sketches of the Killed and Wound-
ed Who Enlisted at the Com-
mercial Metropolis,
Montreal, Feb. 21.(Special.)—¥t goes with-
out saying that the news of Sunday’s bat-
tle at Modder River, and the loss of so
wany Canadians has created sorrow in

the commercial metropolis. Among the
Montreal casualties, pernaps the man Dest
known among military men was Corporal
Robert Goodrellow ot “I Company. He
was descended from an old Eugiisn mili-
tary family, and was brought up in King-
stonm, Ont., where he did his first soldier-
ing in the 14th P.W.O. Rifies. Soon after
the Northwest Rebelllon he enlisted in
*C"” Company, R.R.C.IL, Toronto, heing
transferred to “B” Company, St. Jonn's,
where he was promoted to corporal, and
subsequently sergeant. He took his dis-
cLarge and came to Montreal to 4ct us
sergeant instructor of the 3rd Victoria
Kifles, under the late Major Radiger. He
later served for some time as sergeant in
the Sth Royal Scots of Canada. At the
time the first South Afviean contingent
was ralsed he rejoined the Scots to facili-
tate enlistment. He married Miss Leden,
daughter of former Quarter master-Sergeant
Leden of the Royal Military College, King-
ston, now living in Toronto. Mrs. Good-
fellow is at present residing at Beaunar-
nols with her only daughter. Corporal
Goodfellow and his family were members
of the Church of St, John the Evangelist.
Private Lester,

The late Private C. Lester of “E” Com-
pany, 2nd Batt.,, R.C.R.l., was a former
lnewbper of the znd Lite Guards. He had
been employed 1n Aioutreal for a few
months when he applied at the Drill Hall
for enlistment in the 2nd Royal Canadian
Artillery. While his enlistment papers
Were being made out he was stricken down
with typhoid tever, and spent a couple ot
months in the General Hospital. He wvas
only thoroly convalescent when he en-
listed,

‘Loere is no man of the name of Barrle
In “E” Company. The name is supposed
to be a mistake. for Private Cecil H. ilar-
rie, son of Mr. George Barrie, merchant.

The only Quebee member of the con-
tingent who has given up his life for his
country is Corporal Alexander McQueen,
aged 22. He was the son of Mr. Hector

cQueen of this city, and a young man or
speclal excellence and promise. .His mo-
ther is dead, but he has a brother and a
sister. The brother works in the Garrison
Club as assistant steward, and the sistor is
Inarried. Corporal McQueen had been for
t}xe past eight years In the employ of Mr.
Sampson, the plumber, and bas  always
been sober, trustworthy and industrious.
He was a member of No. 6 Co,, O.T., 8th
Royal Rifles, and much esteemed ny his
comrades. His excellency as a soldler will
be appreciated when it js learned that
three weeks before Christmas he was ap-
pointed a corporal of his own company:
He was one of the first to voluntesr his
services for the contingent, and was most
enthusiastic at the prospect of going to
fight against the enemies of England.

He was born in Mont-
treal and belonged for several years to the
3rd Field Battery of Montreal and to the
11th Batt. of Lachute, P.Q. He is a first-
class gunner and was a member of the team
which won the Governor-General’s prize,
competed for last fall at Deseronto, Ont.

WINNIPEG GREATLY EXCITED.~

The News of the Batile and the
Slanghtér of Canadians Caused
a Profound Sensation.

Winnipeg, » Feb. 21.—(Speclal.)—Great ex-
citement was caused thruout the city to-
day by receipt of the news from Modder
River that the Canadian contingent, 'n an
engagement under General Colvlie, had seen
the tnickest of the fight, and that the casa-
alties among them were serious, the killed
and woupded Including well-known local
men. The fact of Major Arnoid bLeing
wounded spread thruout the city like wild-
fire, and tne question as to the extent of
his injuries was asked a hundred times,
During the whole day the newspaper offices
have been deluged with telephone mes-
#ages, while crowds always surrounded the
bulletin boards and eagerly discussed the
names. With the exception of Major Ar-
nold, Sergt, Scott of Victoria, Pte. Macken-
zie of Yortage la Prairie™ Pte, Duncalfe
and Pte, A. Maundrille, few of the others
are known here, all the others having come
from British Columbia.

° Probably of Viectoria,

Sergt. Scott, killed, is probably Willlam
T. Scott of Victoria, B.C., who visited Win-
nipeg with the James’ Bay rowing crew
two years ago.

Pte, Hugh Mackenzie, one of the woungd-
ed, is well known in Wianipeg and Portage
la Prairle. He joined B Squadron when
Major Williams made his nirst call for mea.
He had been teaching Nairn School, near
Portage la Prairie, and resigned his pl).\'l-
tion to enlist. He had considerable mili-
tary training in the East.

Arnold is Popular.

That Harry Amold, the popular captaln
of A Company, had been wounded, was
bad news to almost every Winnipegger
“who heard it this morning. Major Arnold
has been so6 long part and parcel of Win-
nipeg’s social and military life that he was
known thruout the length and breadth of
the land. A dashing and enthusiastie gol-
dicr, he was warmly congratulated by all
on his promotion to the command of the
leading company of the Royal Itegiment of
Canadian Infantry, and it is probable that
't was his own rashness which placed him
in an exposed position and caused him to
be wounded, Major Arnold served thra the
Northwest Rebellion with the d0th Riflas,
and was regarded by the militia authorities
as one of the most promising young oicers
in the service.

Ward, whose name is in the list
of Toronto men wounded, is a former 1roop-
er of the Royal Capadian Dragoons here.
He went from Winnipeg as a member of
the Yukon contingent.

Thus it was that he
enlisted in Toronto. He has many friends

Pte. Maundrille of the number killed, was
a former resident of Winnipeg,  About a
Year ago he went West with a determina-
tion to see the world. Previous to his leav-
ing Winnipeg he was employed by Kobold
¢ Sons, butchers, as deliveryman, His
family live at Neche, North Dakota.
