The selection of a candidate was left to
the convention, and on a ballot Wiillam
Smith, ex-M.P., was declared the choice,
only five votes being cast for other per-
sons. Amid applause, Mr. Smith’s nomiha-
tion was made unanimous.

In ncc'ptlnf it, Mr. Smith sald that he
occupled a different position from any he
had ever occupled during the 18 years he
had been before tBe people of South Oun-
tario. In 1891 he had had the unanimous
support of the Conservative party, but
since then many things had happened to
the Consefvative party and to himself.
Prior to 1896 the party suffered the loss
of Sir John Thompson, its honored leader,
and later disscnsion broke out among the
leaders of the party themselves, till it was
no wonder that the party was condemned
in 1806. In his opinion that condemnation
was not the worst thing for the party, and
proved a warning to the pregent Adminis-
tration.

Referring to the election of 1806, he at-
tributed his defeat to his support of the
Remedial Bill, which lost him the votes
of many life-long Conservatives.

Makes a Frank Confession,

Then, turning to events of more recent
date, he sald : ‘‘Nine months ago things
happened to me that left me in a serm™e
discredited before the Conservative party
in South Ontario, and, in fact, in the whole
©f Canada. I will not apologize for what
1 did In a certain electlon. was wrong.
1 did wrong. But I have sworn to the
facts In a court of justice. I ask no mem-
ber of the Conservative party to apologize
for my acts. But the deeds that I did, and
for which I have been in a degree punished,
were done in public life. It strikes me
that it is fitting that If any atonement is
to be made, I would like to make it In the
full glare o’ publie life. In trying to 100k
forward into the future, I feel tiiat [ would
llke to meet my Liberal friends and say
that the corruption rampant in South On-
tario elections In the past should be put
down. There is no bettef way of doing It
than by the united efforts of the leaders
of both parties,”

Calls for Homnest Elections.

In vigorous language he called upon all
the Liberal-Coneervatives to say If the
constituency could not be won honestly,
leﬂtlmstely and fairly., He would not
wish to win it by any other means,

He felt convinced that a great howl
would be raised by his nomination. But it
would not be ralsed by the best element
of the Liberal party, but by the heelers
and the boodlers. When these howls were
raised he warned his hearers to note that
the loudest howler could be put down as
}‘he chief of the Liberal heelers and bood-
ers,

He remarked that he missed several fa-
miliar faces, and asked if that fact was
significant of the rumors that there were
Conservatives who would not vote for him.
In his own mind he felt the absentees could
be accounted for. He asked the Liberal-
Conservatives in the riding to give him
their undivided backing, and declared he
relled npon the young men to elect him.

Will Wipe Out the Past.

In conclusion he sald : ‘I .accept th:
nomination &0 generously tendered me. 1
am willing to take quy chance aghinst any
Liberal nominee. But where I havé done
wrong, do not apologize for me, for we are
golng side by side to atome for all the
shortcomings of the past.”  [Cheers.|
