what probably not one In a million of pen­
sons now living can say, that 1 have seen 
all the four Napoleons.

Of the first Napoleon I have a very dis­
tinct recollection. At the time he was on 
board the Bellerophon there was naturally 
a very great curiosity felt to see him, and 
It was understood that at a certain hour In 
the afternoon he would gratify that curiosi­
ty by showing himself on deck. I think It 
was 4 o’clock. The public were not slow 
in availing themselves of that opportunity, 
and long before the time arrived great 
crowds of people of all ranks had gathered 
around the ship, but were not allowed to 
come quite near, being kept at a proper 
distance by rowboats. I was then a boy of 
7 years of age, and I have a distinct recol­
lection of the 
poleon presented himself at the gangway 
and received the respectful homage or the 
thousands, men. women and children, that 
stood np in their boats and gave expression 
to their feelings by a subdued roar, not 
approaching to a huzzah nor partaking In 
the least of reproach. I fancy I see him 
now—short In person, stiff, upright, rather 
stout He graciously saluted the assembled 
crowd, stayed a few minutes, and then re­
tired. This was continued day after dav 
as long as the ship remained In the sound.

The second Napoleon—son of the above- 
born King of Rome, toll, on the downfall 
of his father, retired with the Empress, his 
mother, to her former home at the Coart of 
Vienna. In which dty I happened to be In 
the month of November, 1881, on my way 
back from Poland, where I had been serv­
ing in the Polish army as surgeon tn the 
struggle they had made with Russia for 
their Independence. The exiled Prince was 
known at the court under the title of-Duke 
of Reichstadt, and I was fortunate In being 
at the theatre one evening when he was 
present. He died the following year, at 
the age of 21 years, of consumption.

The third Napoleon, with his son, the 
Prince Imperial, the fourth Napoleon, I 
saw In the year 1871 at the seat of the 
Earl of Mount Edgcumbe. After the catas­
trophe of Sedan they had sought a refuge 
m England, and were then the guests of 
His Lordship. I am, dear sir, yours truly
