The
trunk was shortly afterwards bought out
and loaded on the sleigh.

Driven to the Station.

Patterson then got Into the sleigh
nimseif and was driven to the Grand
Trunk station, where the trunk was check-
ed thru to Kingston, Patterson, pre-
sumably, having a ticket for that city, and
leaving by the same train, Before the train
puled out, Mr. Reld was approached by
