“YES, | FINISHED HER,”

Said a Halifax Murderer, Who Cut
His Wife’s Throat.

Halifax, July 2L—A brutal and
cold-blooded murder was committed in
this city at 6.30 o’clock to-day. Geo.
Willlam Cooke, aged 45, married Lydia
Arnold, aged 42, six weeks ago. This
evening he deliberately cut her head
off with a razor and went to sleep in
the bed from which the corpse of his
wife had fallen and which was covere:l
with blood of the victim.

The murder was committed at 299
Albemarle-street, where - the - couple
resided with Cooke's wife's eﬁster,
Eliza. The latter heard her sister
scream, and on going to the room
from which the cry proceeded was
horrified to see her sister lying on the
floor, partly under the bed, with her
throat cut from ear to ear. She ran

to the police station, and an officer
went up and arrested Cooke.

‘When the officer told him his wife
was dead he replied : “Yes, I finished
her. I cut her throat with the razor.”
He offered no resistance, but quietly
walked to the station and was locked
up. ;
