Rates Down in the United States.

With the increased efficiency of la=
bor. as applied to the hauling of
freight, and a decrease in the cost of
construction, freight rates have gone
down in the United State-. The av-
erage rate on a bushel of wheat by the
all-rail route from Chicago to New
York in 1868 was 42 1-2 cents; in
1878, a little over 17 3-4 cents; In
188K8, 14 1-2 cents, and in 1898, 111-2
cents. The rate on live cattle from
Chicago to New York was 55 cents
per 100 pounds in 1880, and 2% cents
in 1901. The rate on sheep has be(-rj
reduced in the same time from, ti.'_;
cents to 30 cents, and on dressed
beef, from 88 cents to less than 45
cents per 100 pounds. Taking the' av=-
crage rate on all classes of freight,
and the average of all railways in
the United States. it is found that the
rate per ton per mile was nearly
1 1-2 cents in 1875, while, to-day, it
is less than 3-4 of a cent. Why is it
that like 'reductions d§n carrying
charges have not taken place in this
country?

It was by giving an unfairly fow
rate to the Standard Oil Company that

! the building up of that great combina-

tion was rendered possaibl.e.. Competi-
tors, denied the same privilege, wgre
driven out of business. By the adoption

| of similar means to-day, our Canadian

railways can make or break a locality
or individual. A reduction in rates
should be as much under the control
of the government, or a body repre-
senting the government, as an increase
in rates. Provision should be made, too,
for the prevention of granting secret
rebates to favored shippers. The action
of the United States Senate in passing
an act imposing a penalty of $20,000
for an offgnce of this kind is entirely
commendable.

There is no obligation on the part of
railways to give notice of any change
in rates or classification. These changes
are constantly being made to the Seri-
ous injury of traders and manufactur
ers. In 1896 the export rate on apples
Liverpool was increased from 73
cents to $1.48 per barrel. This increase,
coming after shippers had made their
contracts for purchase, almost ruined
a large pumber of dealers. Contracts
for manufactured articles are frequent-
ly made monthg in advance. Pending
delivery, transportation rates are some-
times advanced to such an extent as
to render it impossible to carry the
contracts thru at a profit,

The railways again fix the minimum
weight on which carload rates are al-
lowed. In a number of cases, more par-
ticularly in fruit and live stock, it is
impossible to load up to this minimum,
and it is thus ,impossible to secure the
rates offered on carload lots.

Over-Capitalization the Evil.

The root of the whole evil is that we
are being asked to pay freight rates
which will earn dividends on capital
which no longer has any existence in
fact. One line of railway in this coun-
try is capitalized at about $100,000 per
mile; on the average the capitalization
is $60,000. There is good authority for
the statement that all the lines and
equipment could be duplicated at $40,-
000 per mile. Rates should be fixed on
a basis that will earn dividends on the
actual cost of reproduction, In -fact,
in strict justice, the contribution made
by the people in cash or lands. amount-
ing to some $15,000 per mile, might
well be deducted from this. But, in
any event, the rates charged -should
not be more than sufficient to pay divi-
dends on the actual outlay necessary to
duplicate the present service. It would
be no more absurd for the owner of a
modern roller mill to charge rates suf-
to pay interest on the capital

How are the grievances complained
of to be redressed? We believe this
can best be accomplished by the ap-
pointment of a railway commission,
charged with the sole duty of hearing
complaints, making all necessary en-
quiries and taking means to prevent a
continuance of unequal and excessive
charges.

Rural Mail Delivery,

Sir William Mulock was waited up=
jon by a deputation of farmers, who
%askpd for the establishment of a rural
| mail delivery. It was urged that free
:mail delivery in rural sections is not
1an experiment. Its practicability and
i beneficial results have been clearly
| demonstrated in the United States
(under conditions similar to those [re-
{ vailing in this country). When free
| mail delivery was first proposed in
{the United States by the Grange,
| Speaking for the farmers of that coun-
try,. 'lhere was almost unanimous op-
position to the proposal from all other
classes in the community. Despite
tl}e opposition, the new system was
given a trial. As a result of that
trial, inside of four years from the
adoption of the system, free mail de=-
livery has been extended over 1,000,-
000 square miles of territory, and is
| serving 21,000,000 people. In the
United States, according to the report
of the Postmaster-General of that
country, the service does not seem in
be entirely self-sustaining. A good
deal of the cost, so far as public re-
venues are concerned, has, howeaver,
been offset by the reduction in the
number of postoffices, and the wiping
out of old-fashioned mail routes. An-
other partial offset has been the in-
creased revenue of the Postal Depart-
ment, as a result of the change, the
increased revenue being, apparently,
about 8 per cent. In one section in
Michigan, an increase of 175 per
(‘enAt, in the number of pieces of mail
delivered, and 56 per cent. in the num-
per collected for delivery was reportel
in one year,

The revenue and expenditure state-
ment of the Postal Department does
not, however, tell the whole story.
While the new service has meant
some additional burden to the public
-revenue, it has greatly reduced the
privute expenditure. OQne public car-
rier, traveling from 20 to 25 miles
daily, will serve on an average one
hundred and twenty-five fzmilies. The
pay allowed this carrier is $2 per day,
and it is surely much cheaper to pay
one man $12 weekly, from the public
revenue, than for one member from
each one of the 125 families to travel
from two to four miles, once a day,
or tri-weekly to the postoffice for
mail. It is also claimed that frees rur-
al mail delivery had added from two
to three dollars per acre to the value
of every farm on roads along which
the mail was delivered. J

What has been said of the United
States in regard to a service already
in operation, will be said of conditions
in this country, if the service is once
ic:stuhlished here. Free rural mail de-
;]n‘sry would confer an inestimable
 boon on seven-tenths of the popula-
tion of this country. Even if this ser-
vice does cause an increase Iin the
cost of the public service, this increaze
would be abundantly justified by the
advantages which would follow. 1t
will bring the farmers of this country
into intimate touch with the great
world about them; it would broaden
their outlook, and it would. by bring-
ing ‘to them daily reports from ‘he
centres of trade, enable them to buy
and sell to better advantage.
