WAR'S GREATEST NEED
MET BY NEW COUNCIL

Lloyd George Shows That Allies Were Forced By
Circumstances to Unify Their Plans
for Various Fronts.

London, Nov. 19.
George defended himself in the house
ol commons this afternoon against
the first serious attack his administra.
tion has faced, and s0 far as the com-
mons is concerned his defense seemed
highly successful—the prime minis-
ter’s admirers call it a triumph.

The atta:ck was focused upon two
points—the character of the war coun-
cil which the premier announced in
Paris, and the condemmation of the
allies' past strategy which he pro-
nounced in his Paris gpeech.

Ex.Premier Asquith was spokes-
man for the opposition. His speech
was not in the tone of an attack, bus
a shamp criticism of the new plan for
allied control of the war and a vindi-
cation of hig own government for
which he remarked that he himselr
and the present premier had each had
his particular share of responsibility.
It was keyed in a much milder strain
than the first hostile outburst from the
newspapers and sections of the Lib-
eral and Conservative parties, which

Was  One of the Outstanding

Had Brilliant Record..

London, Név. 19—An official an-
nouncement 'says that General Maude
died in Mesopotamia last evening after
a brief illness,

Premier Llﬁyd George, in announg-
ing Genera: Maudes death to  the
house of commons today, charaeteriz-
ed him as “agreat leader of men and
a commander of the first rank.”

The premier briefly reviewed Gen-
eral Maude's career and told of the dif-
ficuities he overcame, which resulted
in the capture of Bagdad and other
successes in Mesopotamia.

“Now in his hour of triumph,” said
the premier, “he is stricken down by
fell disease. The country meurns the
loss of one of its most valiant sons.”

Gen. Maude had seen previous. ac-
tive gservice in the Sudan (1885) and
in South Africa (1899- -1901), including
the advance on Kimberley. Subse-
quently he became well known to Can-
adians as military secretary (1901-4)
to Lord Minto, when thle latter was
governor-general, and Had charge of
the arrangements for the - Canadian
tour of the present King and, Queen
in 1901. Heé was private secretary to
the secretary for war, 1905; D.A.A.,
Q.M.G., Plymounth, 1906-8; on general
staff, London division, 1908-9; assist-
ant director tertitorial force, war of-
fice, 1909-12; " general staff, 1912-14.
He wus married In 1893 to Ceecilia,
daughter ' of 'the late Col.. Rt,. Hon.
Thos. Taylor,  M.P., : of Dublin. - and
leaves one son ‘and two daughters.
