We also visited the Central Prison and were cordially received by
the Warden, Dr. Gilmour, and by him conducted through the prison,
where we find the prisoners to be composed of a majority of young
men under 30 years of age, and we find the discipline of the prison
very perfect, reflecting great credit on the Warden and officers,

The Grand Jurors would recommend more school accommodation,
in the way of larger rooms, and that at least two half days a week be
devoted to the education of the prisoners, which we think would do a
very great deal to reform many of the prisoners. We think the change
could be made without very much cost to the Government,

The Grand Jurors are of the opinion that the system of Indeter-
