What is technie lly called the warp, that is, the long
3 loom-manufacrered article, i composed
of silk, which forms the body nnd ground work, on
which the pattern, in 2 appears us the shute, or
cross work.  The requisite flexibility of glase thread
for mannfacturing purposes is to be aseribed to irs
extreme fineness, as not less than from fifty to sixty
of the original threads produced by steam-engine
power are required to muke one thread for the loom,
