The charge?against Gipvanm Rossi
or Andy Rose, is now changed from that
of assault with intent to kill to that of
murder. Not since being -taken to the
hospital ‘the day he was found has the vic-
tim’ of the assault been able to make any
statement,. his return t{o . consciousness
once or twice being of but brief duration.
His brother l'rancesco Siracas, who ar-
rived from Chipman yesterday, has peen
at the bedside of the dying man  since,
and with a friend; ncesco. Rabibti,
was at_the stricken man’s side when the
end came at 9.17 this morning. LA

The brother was much distressed when
seen by a Times-Star reporter this morn-
ing. ‘“He didn’t know me, he didn’t
know anything,” ’said the brother, as his
eyes filled with tears.

Here Six Years ;

The murdered man, his brother tells,
had been in this country six years, and
Francesco arrived about a year ago.

Coroner Berryman said this morning
that a post mortem would be made today
and a jury wouuld be empanelled tonight
when there would probably be adjourn-
ment till Saturday.

Rossi, or Rose, had not been told of
Siracusa’s death at noon, and it was not
intended to tell him unless he should ask.
He retains the same stoical attitude. He
is allowed ont of his cell to wash and
returns and eats his meals without a re-
mark of any kind and does not notice
his jailers any more than if they were
not present.

Siracusa, it will be remembered, was
found on Sunday in a small room in the
rear of his store in North street by Pa-
trolman Charles H. Rankine and the lad
Joseph Jones. He was unconscious and
fearfully injured. He was lying on his
blood-soaked bed with his skull fractur-
ed.

TWENTY HORSES DIE

Blaze Gets Grip cn Dozen Ware-
houses and Factory Buildings
and Causes Loss of $100,000
—Spectacular Hunt for Missing
Watchman

New York, June 30—An' early morning
blaze which threatened to destroy several
blocks of valuable water front property
along ‘the Harlem river, was stifled by
the firemen after a hard battle today.
The loss will not exceed $100,000, although
the fire reached a dozen warehouses and
factory buildings, burned its way across
the staff-covered structures of a big amuse-
ment park, killed twenty horses and caused
the loss of 800 chickens in a poultry store-
house.

The loss is divided among about twenty
firms. The blaze was a spectacular one
and was watched by fully 200,000 persons
from the river bridges overbead and the
apartment houses on the heights back of
the river. .

Two city blocks adjoining the poultry
warehouse are occupied by negro families
and the tenants were.out in force by the
time the fire reached this point. They
were on hand before the police lines were
formed and when a cry arose that the
night watchman in the warehouse was
missing, hundreds of negroes tegponded to
;i call for volunteers to go in search of

m,

r in their effort to find the watchman,
who, it developed, had rushed for a five
alatm box ak soon as he had seen the

The search for the.watchman was hardly
over when the police arrived. Then the
volunteers, each carrying a heavy freight
of live poultry, scurried back to their
homes. Eight hundred chickens were re-
ported either killed or missing.

Woodford, of New York, president of the
Hudson-Fulton celebration  commisison,
who presented His Majesty with an’offic-
ial gold medal and an address originally
prepared for presentation to the late King
Edward, expressing the thanks of the
commission for the presence, at the cele-
bration in New York, of the representa-
tives of His Majesty’s navy and govern-
ment; pays a tribute to the early English
sea kings and expresses an appreciation of
;:l;e Anglo-saxon influence on American
ife. !

“*In replying, King George referred to
his emotion wupon receiving an address
originally intended for his father “who
had so cordially associated himself with
the Hudson-Fulton celebration.” He
thanked Gen. Woodford and added: “I
know this medal will be prized by the
government of this country as a memen-
to of the festival and as an evidence of
that hospitality so warmly extended to
those who represented my government on
that occasion.

“I must heartily join in the hope ex-
pressed, that our two countries may ever
work together in the promotion of every-
thing conducive to the peace and happi-
ness of the whale world.

Moneton, N. B., June 30—James Power,
aged twenty-three years, is lying dead K:
Thomas Connelly, I. C. R. fireman,
given himself up to the police, as the out-

farm, so-called, in Coverdale, Albert Coun-
ty, about six miles from Moncton. Word
of the tragedy reached Moncton this morn-
ing about 5 or 6 o'clock, and Chief Ride-
out went to the scene of the murder with
Coroner Kirby of Hillsboro.

It appears a dance was being given by
Wood' Beechum, who lives on the Mec-
Donald farm, now owned by ¥. W. Sumner
of Moncton, and a crowd from :Moncton
in the habit of attending these affairs,
went up. The party included the Berry
girls, . who formerly conducted a place in
Telegraph Street here, and a number of
young men, Thomas Connelly, I..C.'R.
fireman among the number.

Rum flowed in plenty, and nearly all
hands were apparently considerably under
the influence when the tragedy occurred
about 3 o’clock this morning, bringing the
brawl to a sudden end.  °

Trouble Over Girl

told by those present, Power met his death

The story told by the women is that
while Power was standing on the kitchen
veranda, Connelly camejout of the house
and, without any provoeation, said to Pow-
er:  “you—" and hit him, staggering
him so that - he partly fell and jumped
off the veranda to the ground three feetf:

Connelly, they say, followed Power up,
‘striking 'him  again, ' and 'the latter stag-
 gered, . falling: head-foremost ' about fifteen
‘or twenty feet away. Blows were struck

Power, it is said, made ne effort to pro-
tect himself, and never spoke, the women
say, ‘after the second blow. He lay still,
and Jeanette Power and Frank Sutton
picked him up, while Connelly jumped in-
to a carriage with Mrs. Howard Rae and
drove off without knowing what had hap-
pened.

He Did Not Speak Again

Power was carried into house and laid
on the eofa but witnesses say he never
spoke.. He lingered about twenty minutes

Beechum, who lives on the MacDonald
farm, says Connelly and some others from
Moncton were invited guests.

All brought
a plentiful supply of whiskey and the
brawl had been in progress five or six
hours before being termjnated by the
tragedy.
