Meanwhile the proposed conference
which was to have opened here today
has been postponed without date. The
optimists are of the belief that the post-
ponement is temporary; the pessimists
already hear, the crack of rifles along
the Lower Atlas Range and in the
Ouergha Valley. Abe-El-Krim, whom
both France and Spain refused form-
ully to recognize as a belligerent or a
peace negotiator, holds the fate of
Morocco in his hand. Upon his de-
cision to accept or reject the terms of
{he French and Spanish taken to him
by his delegates hinges war or peacc.

In addition to the refusal of the
delegates to accept the military guar-
antees, entailing an advance of French
troops into Riff territory and some
formalities concerning the exchange of

prisoners, it is learned from authoria-|

tive sources that there was still an-
other fundamental point objected to.
'This was Spain’s alleged demand that
Abd-El-Krim not alone be forced to
depart from the Riff but that he be
not permitted to reside in any Moslem
country. IFrench official sources neither
confirm nor deny this. All they admit
is that the negotiations have been
Lroken off for three days.

Bandits Get $12,000

PORTLAND, Ore., April 19—Five des-
paradoes armed with rifles and auto-
matic pistols, held up the Portland
Illectric Power Company's money trans-
fer truck here yesterday, and escaped
with more than six hundred pounds of
cash-and currency to a total value of
$12,000. Scores of citizens witnessed the
hold-up, and the disarming of the guard
and driver of the truck, but all were
cowed by the armed bandits, and-none
offered to ‘lnteﬂere.

IN ALBERTA FLOOD

Man, Wife and Four Children
Caught as Ice Dam
Breaks

WHITE COURT, Alta,, April 19—
With the breaking of the huge ice dam
and the rapid lowering of the Atha-
basca River flood waters here on Sat-
urday, Alberta provincial police and
other searchers came upon the bodies
of Chris Brestlin, his wife and four
children. The bodies werc found about
500 yards from the Brestlin home and
within a few yards of the spot where
they were last seen alive when their
wagon capsized in the raging Atha-
basca River flood torrent about seven
miles East of here.

The bodies were but a short distance
apart. The parents evidently made a
desperate effort to hold the family to-
gether in the last struggle when the
wagon box floated off the running
gears, and upset on a wire fence. The
oldest child was nine years of age.
