It was brought out in the evidence
before the Royal Commission yesterday
that as soon as the proceeds of the
Valley Railway bonds had been de-
posited with the Prudential Trust Com-
pany a loan of $850,000 was secured
from that company by Messrs. Gould,
Thompson, Macdonel and Lisman, and
that $207,000 of the loan . was repaid
later out of the money given to the rail-
way company on progress estimates.
The reason for this loan has not been
made clear. At the time it was made
no such amount of money was due on
progress estimates. Mr. Carvell very
properly endeavored to bring out the
facts and to trace up this money. His
efforts were obstructed by the opposing
counsel. This mysterious loan must be
looked into, however. It was the out-
standing feature of yesterday’s evidence,
and renders more imperative the fullest
exposition of Valley Railway finance.

A SHAMELESS PRESS

There has been nothing more shame-
less in New Brunswick journalism than
the course pursued by Conservative
