A lady attending a court may present 
one lady fin; jyhom she. must be responsi­
ble, in addition to her daughter or daugh­
ter-in-law. , The names of ladies to be pre­
sented should be forwarded by the lady 
who wishes to make the presentation 
when she sends in" her own name.

A lady presented for the" first time can 
only present her daughter or daughter-in-" 
law at the court at which she is present­
ed.

Nd> applications can be received from la­
dies who wish to be presented. Their 
names must be forwarded by the ladies 
who wish to make the presentations.

Ladies may be accompanied to court by 
their husbands, if. the latter have been 
presented, but gentlemen do not pass be­
fore the king and queen. Ladies who wish 
to be accompanied by their husbands 
should state the fact in their applica­
tions, and they should also state if the 
ladies they desire. to present wish to be 
accompanied by their husbands. Once the 
summons has been issued, the amending i 
of the summons card in order to include 
a lady’s husband cah only be permitted 
under the most exceptional circumstances.

Summonses are issiiedKabout three weeks 
before the date of each court, and should i 
it not be convenient for à lady to attend 1 
the particular court to which she is sum­
moned, it will be open tb her to make her 
excuses to the lord chamberlain in writ­
ing, when her name ban, if desired, and 
if possible, be transferred to another list.

Montreal, Jan. 10—The Gazette says 

With regard to the outlook for the year, 
H. S. Holt, president of the Royal Bank 
of Canada, at the annual meeting of the 
institution yesterday, said in part:

“We have reason to congratulate our­
selves on the continued prospérity of the 
country, which shows no signs of abate­
ment. ‘ The present outlook could hardly 
be better. At the same time, we should 
be cautious in our optimism. It must not 
be forgotten that the most influential of 
the factors in our progress is the invest­
ment of foreign capital, and that the in­
terruption of this flow Would have adverse 
results, especially if anticipated.. London s 
attitude towards Canadian offerings of se­
curities has been unfavorable for some 
months past, which is no doubt primarily 
due to the Balkan war, which has shaken 
confidence throughout Europe, and second­
ly to the large borrowings of our municipal- 
ties. The financial conditions abroad are 
reflected here in the present money strin­
gency. With peace concluded, the demand 
for new capital to repair the waste will be 
very great—consequently the expectation 
is for firm rates for money for some time 
to Come.”
