Ten have already
been ordered, and hefore summer, the ar-
my will possess from twenty-four to thir-
ty, which will be built to meet the re-

quirements of the arm. :

London, Feb. 26—Today sees the actual
beginning of the coal strike, which, if al-
lowed to develop, will bring England face
to face with one of the gravest crises in its
history. Today the men of. the Alfretor

pits in Derbyshire cease work. Tomorrow
many thousand Derbyshire and Notting-
hamshire miners: will ‘desert their pits: on
Wednesday. Tens of thousands of others
in Yorkshire and elsewhere follow the
Derbyshire lead. By midnight on Thurs-
day .about 800,000 federal miners will have
brought the strike to its completion.

The government has three days in which
to prevent this national stoppage and to-
morrow the prime minister will meet the
delegates.

Both sides are still unyielding;, meetings
of the South Wales miners and = delegates
from Lancashire and Durham collieries
voted yesterday against any extension of
notices or postponement of the strike. De-
spite the difficulties in the way of a set-
tlement, the publi¢ have much confidence
that the government will find a means of
preventing the disaster.

—Says it Can Be Prevented

The Daily Mail, in a double headed edi-
torial under the caption of ‘“The Govern-
ment Can Stop the Strike,” says:

“By recent occurrences the United
States, France, Sweden, Italian and Portu-
guese governments have proved that na-
tional strikes can be stopped, and. that
when a private quarrel in trade is likely
to injure a whole people, the government
has ample means for bringing the quarrel-
ers to book. :

“In this particular quarrel the public
has 1o reason for any sympathy with either
side. The coal owners are engaged 'in a
prosperous business. The .miners them-
selves are not usualy well paid, if they are
often a thriftless . clas.

“There . is no shortage of coal above
ground. All over England, 'at. the pit
moubh and in many a éml;tie hoard, there

~The Mail agrees that the government
cannot force the men to go down in the
mines, but points out that handling the
coal above ground is not a tremendous
difficulty. The military can shovel coal just
as readily as it can dig ditches. It disa-
grees with the argument that the coal
miners under the circumstances are en-
titled to regard this coal a private prop-
erty, and says:

““At such a moment coal is no more priv-
ate property than air. Coal stands in ex-
actly the same position as did food in the
siege of Parig, or the siege of Ladysmith,
and we know that on those occasions the
government appropriated every ounce of
food in those cities and dealt it out for
the people.” i

The Mail -however, recognizes the fact

that niines are entitled to some considera-
tion and .gays that the coal trade, is like
every other trade, although, as a rule, more
prosperous. - There ;ave ‘mines that do not
pay, but there are algo mines paying a divi-
dend that would make gold mine share-
holders’ mouths water.

It has been only in the last fortnight
that President Taft has been willing  to
admit to his closest friends that he he-
lieves Colonel Roosevelt would enter the
race against him for the nomination. Ig
is doubted whether, up to the last min-
ute, he'was fully convinced that any ane
nouncement coming from his predecessor
would be without a string attached. That
the president was deeply hurt to learn
that from now on, he must engage in an
open contest against the man under whom
he had served for many years,. became
known soon after the Roosevelt letter was
made publie.

FRANCE AND GERMANY
IN PEACE CONFERENCE

Paris, Feb. 26—Both French and German
diplomats and members of the French and
German cabinets are considering plans for
a meeting between President Fallieres and
the Germar Emperor, according to a re-
Port current in well informed quarters.
The meeting, like the visit of Viscount
Haldane, British secretary of war, to Ber-
lin, would represent another effort to solide
ify the peace of Europe.

The idea is that President Fallieres
should go to Belfort the French fortress
town on the frontier and that the Kaiser
should cross the frontier and greet the
French president = As this is the last year
of President Fallieres’ term of office the
meeting would be especially appropriate.
The matter, however, is one of the great-
est delicacy as the diplomats must reckon
with public opinion in France, which hasr

not yet forgotten Alsace-Lorraine.
