London, July 25—An important state­

ment is expected from Mr. AsqrdSh today, 
in the House of Commons on the Domin­
ions and imperial defence. Meanwhile no 
responsible statesman here has ye* ven- 
tured to suggest a tangible plan for giving 
the overseas dominions representation up­
on a council for empire defence. Most per­
sons, when asked, regretfully admit the* 
they cannot frame any satisfactory repre­
sentative scheme which does not include 
a council possessing the powers of taxa­
tion.

Today even defence is overshadowed by 
discussions upon Uoyd-George'e future. 
The announcement in Wednesday's Times 
that Lloyd-George might resign office to 
conduct an active lafcd reform agitation 
throughout the country has caused a tre­
mendous sensation. It is understood he 
desires legislation of a far more radical 
nature than an influential section of the 
Liberal party will tolerate, but he has re­
ceived abundant support from the consti­
tuencies, and is convinced he can sweep 
the country!

FOUND AFTERThere was a meeting this horning in the 
Board of Trade roome when members of 
the - I^orticultural, Association met His 
Worship Mayor Frink and Commissioner 
Schofield and arranged for the city to 
take over the site in Rock wood Park for 
the proposed public play grounds. In the 
absence of Hon. J. D. Hazen, the presir 
dent of the association, Senator Ellis, one 
of the vice-presidents, occupied the chair. 
Among those present, besides the mayor 
and Commissioner Schofield, were the fol­
lowing: Joseph Allison, A. H/ Hanington, 
K. C., Judge Forbes, William Hawker, 
Judge Armstrong, T. H. Estabrooks, C. 
E. Scammell, H. N. Stetson. Mr. Scam- 
mell acted as secretary.

It was stated to the meeting that the 
land belonging to the association on the 
Marsh to the right or east of Tilley Av­
enue, which was acquired by the associa­
tion, comprising about seventeen acres, 
had been paid for by Joseph Allison with 
the intention that it should be used as a 
playground; that the city had expressed a 
willingness to make a considerable expendi­
ture on the grounds for this purpose; that 
the minutes of the association contain 
mention of the fact that the money had 
been so provided by Mr. Allison, but there 
is no mention made of the object he had 
in mind at the time.

Mr. Allison corroborated the above 
statement and stated that it had always 
been his wish that these grounds should 
be so used.

Some discussion took place as to wheth­
er the property should be deeded to the 
city, but the mayor thought that the city 
would not make this a condition and that 
it would be as well to leave the fee in the 
association. A resolution was then adopt­
ed authorizing the city to enter upon the 
premises and to make a start on the work 
of getting the property in condition for a 
playground. It was mentioned that H. R. 
McLellan had a lease of the property, but 
it was felt that he would be glad to co­
operate with the views of the association 
so that the ceremony of opening the play 
grounds in connection with the visit of H.

The ammunition and arms 
caravans sometimes number 4,000 camels. 
Small Tunisian coast towns, where it was 
formerly not worth while for steamers to 
call, have now constant traffic. One line 
of steamers running from Tunis to El Bi­
ban, near the frontier, has begun to make 
a profit for tbe first time.

. In addition, the Turks are beginning to 
get supplies direct from the Tripoli coast. 
Since the operations in the Aegean, the 
coast has been laxly watched. A fortnight 
ago several guns were landed, thus meet­
ing one of the greatest needs of the Turks, 
who arc saving their artillery for the de­
cisive battle they expect when the Itali- 

V ans are weakened.
The smuggling from Tunis is due to the 

unfriendliness of the Tunisian population 
and officials to Italians, who are regarded 
as cheap competitors. The Italian govern­
ment is well aware of the smuggling,' and 
accepts it as a painful fact, knowing that 
no instraotions from Paris would put an 
end to i.t, .
