‘‘New York World” Makes Startling Charges— 
Says That Roosevelt’s Public Letter Is Reeking

New York. Dec. 8.—Some profits of 
the Standard OH Company’s business 
in various parts of the country be­
came part of the court record In the 
federal suit to dissolve the Standard 
Company yesterday, when John D.

000, and that the Standard Company 
of Indiana on a capatllization of $1,- 
000,000 earned about 855,000,000 between 
1899 and 1906. Counsel for the company 
declared that the actual assets of the 
company were greater than the capi­
talization, as the company had turned

Oceanic canals was blocked by the re­
fusal of Wm. Nelson Cromwell to an­
swer the most pertinent questions of 
Senator Morgan, of Alabama. Since 
that time nothing has been done, be­
cause after Senator Morgan’s death 
there was no successor to carry on his 
great work of revealing the truth about 
Panama corporations.

“The ’ Indianapolis News, said in the 
editorial for which Mr. Roosevelt as­
sails Mr. Smith, that it bad been 
charged that the United States bought 
from American cltlsens 840,000,000 
worth of property that cost those citi­
zens only 818,000.000. There is no. doubt 
that the government paid 840,000,000 for 
the property, but who got the money?

St. Louis, Mo., Dec. 8.—F. D. Hirsch­
berg, a prominent Insurance man and 
club man, director of the Louisiana 
Purchase Exposition Company, was 
shot and killed at his home at 3818 
Lindell Boulevard, early this morning. 
He died 20 minutes after he was shot.

Whether his death was the result of 
murder, or suicide has not been deter­
mined, Members of the family aver 
that he was shot by a burglar. Police, 
who are Investigating the case declare, 
however, that there is no evidence of 
the presence of Intruders In the Hirsch­
berg home.

A trail of bloodstains on the stair­
way leading from the reception hall on 
the first floor, indicate that Mr. Hirsch­
berg was shot at the foot of the stairs 
and then turned and walked back to 
his bedroom on the second floor. From 
there he staggered into his wife’s room. 
Mrs. Hirschberg says she woke just in 
time to see him sink to the floor un­
conscious. Mrs. Hirschberg had her 
husband carried back to his bedroom. 
He died soon afterwards, without mak­
ing any statement.

As far as the police can learn no 
member of the household was on the 
lower floor at the time of the shooting. 
Mrs. Hirschberg Is deaf and therefore 
did not hear the report of the re­
volver.

It was largely through the Instru­
mentality of Mr. Hirschberg that the 
site of the arch-episcopal residence ad­
joining the Hirschberg home was pur­
chased. He was Archbishop Glènnon’s 
closest personal friend among the 
laity. A descendant of the Chauvin 
Papin and Choteau families, and hav­
ing for wife a daughter of the late 
General D. M. Frost, the social posi­
tion of Mr. Hirschberg was high. 
There are no children.

Mr. Hirschberg was 54 years of age, 
and for many years had been a leader 
in the insurance business, having In­
troduced In America the system of in­
suring employers against accidents to 
their workmen. He was chairman of

But he pointed out the copy 
given to him last night provided for 
the purchase of the given quantity of 
oil every three months,' and not every 
month, as Mr. Kellogg had stated the 
original did. On a re perusal of the 
document Mr. Kellogg admlted his 
mistake.

Mr. Tllford testified that the total 
production of crude oil In California 
in 1896 was 40,000,000 barrels, of which 
amount the Standard produced 9,000,000 
barrels.

Mr. Kellogg asked If the Standard 
Oil Company of California did not sell 
96 per cent, of all their refined oil 
sumed In the Pacific coast states, but 
the witness did not think the per­
centage was quite so high.

Berlin, Dec. 8.—Chancellor Von Bue­
low, during the budget debate in the 
Reichstag yesterday, referring to the 
American-Japanese agreement, said:

“The new arrangement Is thoroughly 
In harmony with the principles of 
Germany’s policy In the Far East, the 
principles of the open door, economi­
cally, the preservation of the status 

territorially, and the Integrity and 
independence of the Chinese empire. 
We have no occasion to regard the 
agreement otherwise than 
thetically.”

Answering a complaint that Ger­
many was left out of the American- 
Japanese agreement, the chancellor 
called attention to the tact that Ger­
many already had a precisely similar 
arrangement with Japan through an 
exchange of notes. He explicitly ac­
cepted the principles of the Anglo- 
German agreement of 1900, which guar­
antees the maintenance of the "open 
door” and the territorial status quo.
