food and clothing were often seanty and

“they were continually shot at by an in-|

visible enemy. They acted according
to the highest standard of patriotism
and made the army respected and feared
in South Africa,

In conclusion Gen, Roberts said: “I
regard you, my. gallant comrades, with
affection and admiration, You will hive
in my memory till life’s end.”
