prosperous circumstances and was well 
supplied with money, no cash was 
found on his body, and a search of the 
clothing of Louis Gadwah, the farm 
laborer, who is held for the murder, 
also failed to reveal anything that 
might connect him with the suspected 
robbery.

Today Mr. Martin, at whose house 
Gadwah was arrested, notified the au- NB. 
thorltles that a pocket book had been 
found there. A puppy playing about 
the yard leaped into some tall grass 
near a shed on the premises and 
brought cut the wallet. It contained 
about $30 In bills and two keys. Police 
Officer Carr, to whom the wallet was 
turned over, searched the grass and, 
found also a lot of small change which- 
may have fallen from the wallet.

One of the keys was a trunk key.
The officer went to the home of Laugh- 
lln, but was unable to find anything 
there which either of the keys flttted, 
and he then went to Gadwah’s board­
ing house. Here he found a trunk, said 
to belong to Gadwah, and he was able 
to open It, he says, with one of the 
keys. *

When Gadwah was arrested he ask­
ed permission to go into the shed to 
wash his hands, and the theory of the 
authorities is that while there he threw 
the wallet through a window into the 
grass outside.

Gadwah was with Laughlin for a 
time on the night of the murder.
Laughlin is said to have been under 
the influence of liquor and to have ban­
tered Gadwah over the latter’s relation 
with a woman. A piece of iron, blood 
covered, and weighing fully eight 
pounds, was found a short distance 
from the body, and Is believed to have 
been the weapon used by the murderer.
Laughlin's skull was beaten in, and he 
probably died instantly.

Since hjs arrest on Thursday Gadwah 
has denied all knowledge of the crime, 
and he was held for the grand Jury on 

! evidence purely circumstantial. , The 
.,1 З 1 4 prand jury will meet next December.

Meanwhile Gadwah will remain in the 
jail at Lancaster, to which place he 
was taken today.
