R INQUEST

HAMILTON, April 22.—The resump-
tion of the coroner’s inquiry by Cor-
oner James Anderson tonight into the
death of Ethel Kinrade was not mark-
ed by any Ciminution of the interest
which had marked former sessions.
Owing to the manner in which the
court had been excessively crowded on
former occasions some attempt was
made to restrict the number obtaining
admission to the court room. As &
matter of fact, in the course of the af-
ternoon Crown Attorney Washington
issued instructions that only repre-
sentatives of the press should be ad-
mitted. In spite of these limitations,
towever, a large number of persons
who would undoubtedly have had dif-
ficulty in proving their connection with
mnewspapers were able to secure en-
trance.

Blackstock Again

George Tate Blackstock, K. C., was
again leading counsel for the crown,

assisted by Crown Attorney Washing- /

ton. The interests of the family were
watched by G. Lynch Staunton, I& .
Dr. R. U. Bruce Smith, provincial in-
spector of prisons, was also in attend-
ance as well ag Dr. Edgar, who made
the post-mortem, and a number of
medical men.

The opening of the inquest was con-
siderably delayed owing to the non-at-
tendance of members of the Kinrade
family. The only one present was Er-
nest Kinrade, the eldest son.. Other
members of the family were supposed
to be in Toronto, but the police at the
time of opening” had not been able to
get into touch ivith them.

Saw Man

The first witness was Mrs. Taylor of
Markham street, a neighbor of the
Kinrade family. She said while she
was in the front room of her house on
the day of the murder she saw a man
come along the street. He had a peak
cap and no overcoat, was dark and of
medium height, He did not look like a
tramp. #He looked up at the windows
of the house and then went around to
the back. Mrs. Taylor heard raps at
the door, but did not answer_ tizam.
She saw a man going out,
hurriedly across the street” and went
into another yard. There was nothing
suspicious ubout him. She sent for the
police and they went up next day.

Mrs. Kinrade, examined by Black-
stock, wife of Ernest Kinrade, brother
of the murdered girl, said they had
been married seven years. They did
not pay-any rent for the house in
which they lived. They had lived in a
number of “houses ‘4vhich ‘were the
property of her father-in-law. At the
time of the murder they were living
in Kinrade avenue, where they had re-
sided for about two years. Mrs.? Kin-
rade told how two giris came to the
house the night before the tragedy for
dinner. Her sister, father and husband
were also of the party, for as a mat-
ter of fact they restded together. It
was about nine o’clock that the sisters
took their leave.

. Blackstock inquired as to the rela-
tions between the two girls, and wit-
ness said they were on terms of affec-
tion. She knew of no disagreement be-
tween them. The whole family was
affectionate witness replied to coun-
sel’s repeated questions.

Blackstock then asked that Mrs.
Kinrade and Florence Kinrade should
be formally called. Three times the
name  of Mrs. Kinrade and Florence
Kinrade were called, and there being
no answer Blackstock said “Mr. Cor-
oner, I am under the necessity of ask-
ink you to adjourn this proceeding
urtil tomorrow night or such time as
i convenient for yourself and jury.
Mrs. Kinrade and Miss Florence Kin-
rade were notified to be here tonight,
and it was expected they would be.
We have received no Intimation from
them to the contrary, and I shall have
to ask you to adjourn these proceed-
ings until the crown can take such
steps as may be necessary to secure
their attendance.”

The inquest was adjourned until
eight o’clock tomorrow night.

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DOG GIVES UP LIFE
IN MASTER'S DEFENCE

e

Emerson Man and Canine, Attacked by
Wolves, Battls for Their Lives.

TRAVERS CITY, Mich, April 22. —
Frank Trathin, of Emerson, which is
forty-five miles north of Newberry, is
mourning the loss of his fine bull dog
and that mourning is none the less
sincere because -the dog died in the de-
fence of Trathin's life.

Emerson is only a small place, con-
sisting of six or seven houses and a
sawmill, and the sawmlill is the excuse
for the village as well as for numerous
camps in the thick .woods. Toward ene
of these ¢camps Trathin started rather
late one afternoon. The bulldog always
accomapnied him whenever he went
and in this case it was lucky that he
did. .

Trathin had no love for wolves,
despised them for their cowardice, be-
lieving that they would not dare at-
tack a man in the daylight, hence he
took no weapon witn him. After he
had gone some distance on his way,
he became aware of the fact that he
was being followed by wolves. The
bulldog was much affected by this and
he would run back, growl and then,
with his hair standing "on end, would
use every means at his command to
induce his master to hasten. The con-
duct of the dog was such, the animal
not usually being afraid of anything
on four legs, that its fears werc com-
municated to Trathin anl he started
to run,

This was the worst thing he could
have done as at once four ivolves
closed inupon him. He had just time
to grab a stout club and back up to
a tree when they were upon him. With
the assistance of the dog, he managed
to beat them off and make them keep
their distance until within sight of the
camp, Then the animals seemed to
perceive that their prey was about to
escape them and again they attacked
the man apparently rendered desper-
ate by hunger. ’

This time the battle was even more
strenuous than at first, and the attack
was so sudden that Trathin and his
dog were caught in a place where the
four animals could attack him on ali
four sides. For several mirutes ' Le

but

fought them off with his stick, the dog |

fighting valiantly, and finally the
bulldog grabbed one of the brutes Dby
the throat. This relieved Trathin and
he beat about with the stick to such
good effect that the three wolves de-
parted, the bulldog lying down in the
snow with its victim, waliting for it
to die.

With his face and his hands bleed-
ing and his clothes practically tern to
ribbons Trathin . ran into the camp
just at dusk and, as soon as he could
speak, told the men: his story. He
was given a rifle, and\with severel
lumberjacks set out to kill the band.

Arriving at the place whede the last
battle had occurred, the men saw the
four wolves apparently fighting
among themselves. Firing into the
bunch, two of them were killed and
the other two escaped. Lying to one
side was all that was left. of the brll-

When Trathin left the:. other;three
wolves had returned to aid thein com-
panion, and the. bulidog, to:save his
own life, had been obliged to let g0
his wolf and fight the others. The
other was not hurt to any great extent
and joined the other three, the odds
of four to one being two much even
for a fighting Jog. But before the
‘bulldog was wiped out he had given
a good account of himself, as the bod-
jes of the two deal wolves showed.
The animals hai been engaged Iin
cating the body of the dog when
driven away.

mrathin has sworn an oath of ven-
geance against all wolves. He has
purchased a Winchester, given up lum-
bering, and spends his time killing the
forest prowlers, which are said to be
more numerous this year then ever
ard killing many more deer,
