Amsterdam, April 4.—Despatches to
Les Nouvelles state that on the occa-
sion of the last allied air raid on Cob-
lenz twenty-six persons were killed
and one hundred wounded. Great dam-
age was done, the railroad station be-
ing demolished, In the last raid on
Treves sixty were killed and hundreds
were wounded, the railroad station
was damaged and streets in the neigh-
borhood were heaped with ruins.

The Cologne Gazette says that extra-
ordinary rumors are prevalent in Ger-
many regarding the extent of the
German ‘‘victory,” and are inspired
by the enemy, who is exaggerating
the German success for the purpose
of encouraging the masses who were
becoming depressed through disap-
pointment.
