The attendance at the meeting of the
Board -of Trade, Thursday, was only
fair. Mr D J McLaughlin ocoupied the
chair.

Prof Robertson being introduced said:
Instead of about the generalities
of commerce would talk of the competi-

$66,000,000 to Great Britain.

The greatest future for 8t John was in
the increase im the exportation of farm

products.

fed by a forcing machine. The hundred
and fifty chickens could be fed in an
hour and the chickens gained from
two to two hn“ng a hn'lllmvoud::hmmltho
Process, w was an ealth
ens. When fsi, the farmers fcrmed
him, they were killed by wringing their
necks, plucked dry and sent to market
withost being drawn, as they were
viously starved 24 hoursand therefore
nothing in them. For these he re-
celved on an average 84 cents a piece.

SuErriELD, March 30—C J Burpee
game warden for Sunbury, has sent his
deputy, I Warren Day, to Northfield to
investgate a case of reported infraction
of the New Brunswick game law. If
reports are troe this is a most flagrant
case. The story goes that some young
men ran down & fine mo2se till the poor
animal could go no farther, having be-
come completely exhansted by wallow-
ing several miles through four feet of
snow, when he became an easy prey to
these lawless hunters. During the open
season, viz: September, October, Novem-
ber and December, these noble animals,
the moose and cariboo, have a fair
chance to survive over the ekill and ex-
perience of lawfal and honorable nun-
ters, but later on in the close season, es-
pecially at this time of the year when
the snow ie deep and hard, any fair
snow shoer having nofear of tce law
can run them down, especially the
moose, in & few hours.

The upper part of the parish of North-
field, back of Dorsey’., would,if unmo-
lested out of season, soon become well
stocked with big game, but if we
may believe the rumors that are
being  circulated, these  ruthless
pot-hunters if allowed to continue their
disgraceful practices,will shortly destroy
the hunting grounds and the moose, car-
iboo and deer will speedily become ex-

net.

It is to be hoped that Warden Burpee
will make an example of these young
men, if proof can be discovered.
