The Grand Trunk Railway has been
thoroughly welk abused ity day, fre-
quently for cause, and just as frequently
without cause. -Peeple -who-bave tra-
valled by it have’ abused,it fer itg forget-
falness in' “making eonnections.” Shi
pers of freight have abused it for its al-
leged innumerable delays. Pdliticians’
have abused it because of its interference,
in affairs_political. (By ‘*abuse” here
is meant the abuse which proceeds from
voice or pen.) ‘All things considered, it
has had a very bad name, perhaps more
than it deserved. The traveller who is
delayed a day or two between Halifax
and Toronto through the Grand Trunk’s
not running up.to. its’titde table, does
not stop to considerthe manner in which
the road was origineflly eefistructed ; the,
robberies that were perpetrated in its
building; the division of opinion on’'the
subject of repairs in the Home Direc-
tory, or the other difficulties .through
which the road hashad to struggle. He,
would, in fact, have to give a good hour;
or more to such considerations before he
could really understand the whys and
wherefores of the delay from which he
suffers. . He naturally vegards the Grand
Trunk as he would any other railroad,
without reference to its past history, and
the Grand Trunk falls accordingly in his
estimation. And this is the case, also,
with the merchent whoge flour has been
detained until he staple had fallen in
value and the hoped for profit has yan-
ished. It is only whensuch complainants
take up the newspapers, Or the ‘Annua},
Report of the Road, or attend’ a dinner
given to Grand Trunk magnates, that
they realize the true position of affairs
and learn how much is being done-to
put the Road in thoreugh eonditien, how
much is being sacrificed by English
stockholders to benefit the trade of Ca-
nada and the States, and how deter-
mined the proprietors of the road are to
make it everything it ought tebe.. 'Thus,|
only, a few days ago, in Toronto, the'
Grand Trunk managers were afforded
an opportunity to explain what they are
doing to aid the trade of Canada by
means of their road. A special meeting
of the Corh Exchange of that city was]
held and a lunch was given to Mz. Pot-,
ter, the President of the Company, Mr.
Brydges, the managing Director, and
others connected with the enterprise.
The Chairman of the meeting is thus re-
ported on introducing Mr. Potter :—

The reason of this was
that those unfortunate -shareholders - bad
begun'to complain and %o cut down ex-
penses. However, the public here became
more dissatisfied, and lastly the politicians
began to grow fat upon it. (Laughter.)
hen be had visited-this country three
years ago, he saw that the only hope was
to take the plan of liberality and generosi-
ty and put the line into such & condition
as to make it adequate to the wants of the
country, and equal to the need of the peo-
ple bf Canada. Since 1869 the stockholders
had spent apob this railway, under his ad-
vice, from their capital acconnts upwards
of $5,000;000. They had dooe mere than
that. They had laid last year 15,000 tons
of steel rails, and after paying all expenses
had earned £60,000 or £70,000 sterling,
and this year they hoped to realize £150,-
000 sterling aiter paying exfeases s;nget,be
had persuaded the Compaby o8p these
twosums on the road for the purpose of
making it'more ble, and putting it in
better order. (Cheers.) He would there-
fore claim _an  acknowledgment of these
great services vendered them by this line ;
and some appreciation-of the efforts which
would be requisité before the railway was
put into that condition which was neces-
sary for this country. (Cheers.) The Com-
pany had now-under contract steel rails
enough to lay 300 miles of the road, which
were to be used .in the next two years.
From the fact of Mr. Brydges beinga Com-
missioner for the Intercolonial railway, he
was enabled to purchase steel railshtsome-
thing like the same terms a3 they had been
purchased for that road.
He (Mr. Potwr&.had travelled through
Nova Scotia and New Branswick, and he
intended to over -the er part of
Canada, and it would be his duty when he
retarned home to England to give the pro-
priotors of the Grand Trunk Railway an
accountof what he had seen, 1t concerned -
the-people of - Canada as much as it con-
cerned the proprietors of the Grand Trunk
Railway that the lineshould bein ordcr,and
h> hoped they would lend their sympathy
and assistance in the matter. Le would
represent to the shareholders that they
must lay the whole line from one end to
the other with steel rails, and have 1t
so modified that passengers could travel
from Toronto to Montreal in ten hours,
That these efforts shouid be successful eon-
cerned the people of Canada, who were at
present very large prometers of railways,
some of which are nearly as important as
the Grand Trunk, and if these roads should
yield:nothing, then mgﬁmnngelpent
would fallapon the ian enterprises.
In regard to the management of the road,
for the first year it had been entirely in the
bands of a Canadian Board. He would say.
and say it publicly too, that carrying gouds
at the rateit did for Canada alone, it would
not pay its working expenses. 1f it were
confined to the 1 business arising from
the imperial cities of Montreal and Toron-
to, if it were confined to the “local traffic of
Canada and the traffic arising therein, not
going to Michigan or other places, the -
Grand Trunk would not pay its working
expenses. They had therefore been seeking
traffic from the Great -West. Out of the
ross receipts of the Great Western Rail-
way about 70 per cent. of the traffic re-
ceived was through traffic, and only 30 per
cent. from Canadian traffic. ~As Canailian
business increased the Grand Trunk Rail-
way would abstain from American, and de-
vote itself to Canadian traffic, provided it
got enouggs to do. The managers had
one the best they could to provide the road
with an honest and skilfol management.
He had a confirmation from his friend, Mr.
Allport, and he was of the opinion that
the ent of the road, upon the
whole, had ben skilful and honest. He
hoped and trusted that Mr. Brydges would
infuse into all of his servants an anxious
desire to conduct the railway with satis-
faction to the company and to the people
of Canada.- He ho that any man who
did bis duty would be rewarded by Mr.

LA Clergyniah Saing three of his Par-

ishioners. |

EXCITEMENT IN WALLIAMSPORT , PA—=REMARK-
ABLE RESULT OF A WOMAN'S CORIOSITY—A
CLERGYMAN IN TROUBLE—HE TURNS THE
TABLES UPON HIS ACCUSERS—THE TRIAL TO
PAY.

"To-day a slander suit which has created
intense excitement will be tried in Wil-
liamsport, Pa.  The Rev:William A: Kerr,
pastor of the First Preshyterian Churcb,
one of the most popular and highly res-
pected clergymen of Williamsport, . has
sued Augustus Pursell, Ira C. Gabson, and
George Honsel, all three members of his
congregation, for slander, in order to de-
fend himself against the charge whvich they
brought against him of haviog visited a
house of bad repute. :

The Rev. William A. Kerr lived in the
house of Mr. Augustus Parsell, oné of his
accusers. Mr. Pursell, who has engaged
able counsel to defend him, says that Kerr
used to keep very late hours and stayed
away some nights altogether, Mrs. Pur-
sell—this is the versioh of the defence—
saw on Kerr's table a letter addressed
+ William B. Caldwell.” . Kerr-was away
at the time.

A WOMAN'S CURIOSITY .

Mrs. Parsell read the letter. It-was
signed by Mrs. Slifer. who keeps a notori-
ous house in Washington street. It was
in reply to inquiries as to certain inmates
of her house, and as to the time when he
(William B. Caldwell) could visit the
house. Mrs. Pursell is a good woman
She was shocked. What depravity !
Should this mysterious William B. Cald-
well be the Reverend William A. Kerr?
The mere, idea staggered her, and with
tears in her eyes she showed the letter to
ber husband.

Mr. Pursell is & good'man. He'prayed
for the reformatio n of the reverend sinner,
and showed the letter to Ira C. Gibson and
George Honsel, two other good men of
Kerr's congregation. The three went to
Chief of Po lice Coder for assistance. Coder
went to Mrs. Slifer’s, and found a letter
signed * William B. Caldwell”’ in the pos-
session of 1da Bush, a young girl of very
pleasing exterior. Experts said that this
bandwriting wasKerr’s, Kerr was brought
before a session of the church and of .the
presbytery and accused of improggr con-
duct. . He denied all the facts above re-
cited in toto, and instituted proceedings
against his accusers for

SLANDER.

Mrs. Slifer said she knew nothing of
Kerr, and, to her knowledge, had pever
seen him. The party who had visited her
house pretended to stop at the City Hotel,
and gave his name as William B. Caldwell.
The name William.Caldwell (without the
initial B.) was faund on the register of the
City Hotel, but the signature was in a
handwriting different from Kerr’s and from
that in which the letters were written. The
entry in the hotel register was * William
Caldwell, representative of the New York
Sun.” Armstrong and Linn, counsel for
the defence, thought that the counsel for
the prosecution would endeavor to prove at
the trial that the pretended representative
of the Sun was the man:who bad visited
Mus. Slifer’s house. They aré enthusfastic
readers of the Sun, and wanted to give the
Sun man a chance to defend himsel. ~Ac
cordingly they telegraphed to New York,
and were informed that no man by the
name of William Caldwell had ever been
employed by the Sun, and that William
Caldwell, whoever he was, Was a fraud.
They do not think that .the man who re-
gistered his name as William Caldwell had.
the slightest connection with the Rev.
William A. Kerr, and repudiate the sup-
position that the latter registered himself
in the City Hotel under that name.

A Thrillig Story of the Sinkingof the'
ééMets.” "

Among the passengers on the “ Metis"™
were Mr. D. P. MeBrién, Inspestor of the
New York Board of Egoise, nod his wife.
The appalling situation in which those On
board were placed can herdly better be de-
scribed than in Mr. McBrien’s own words,
as taken down yesterday by a Sun reporter.
. He says that the ¢ Metis’ left her pier at
5 o'clock, and that he and Mrs. McBrion
retired to their stateroom about half-past 8
or-@o’clock. They were not disturbed.un-
til late in the night, when he became con-
soious of the fact that the *“Metis™ was en-
countering a rough sea, but thinking no-
thing of it, he again went to sleep. Some
time afterward he was awakened by a jar-
ring noise, and he inquired of his wife
what it was: She thought that the pitcher
in the stateroom had fallen, but be, told
her that it must be either a displacement
of the freight or the breaking down of one
of the coal bunkers. The heavy sea in
which they were moving kept them awake
until they heard the steamer: blow its

whistle. Then Mr. MeBrien arose, threw
open the sash and blind of the stateroom,
looked out, and saw a steamer astern. Be-
ing under no apprehension ot danger, he
closed the window and again retired. but
was unable to sleep by reason of the con-
stant shufling of feet in the passage ways,
and as this was somewbat unusual, he
again arose, looked out of the stateroom
door,and saw persons moving about with
life preservers in their hands. Mr. Me-
Brien continued :

PREPARING TO LEAVE THE SINKING STEAMER

I asked one person I met in_the cabin
what was the matter, but received no re-
ply. I made the same inquiry of another
and he said that the steamer was sinking.
1t was only then that I was. conscious of
the danger we were in. 1 went to my
wife and quietly said that 1 feared we were
in danger, and asked her to arise immediate
ly. She got out of the berth and asked me
to be calm. I said, - Yes, it is our -only
hope.”” 1 opened the stateroom door to
admit the light, and 1 procured two life-
preservers and threw them on the floor.
‘At that moment some one came through
the passageway and said that there was no
time to dress. 1at once put one of the
life preservers on my wifeand then another.
I took a sheet, tore it in two, and tied a
piece of it around my wife. Then I pulled
rhe curtain cord off the book apd my wife
took that and tied it over the life-preserv-
ers around her body. I then put on a life-
preserver and assisted her to the main
saloon. She wasat that time very sea sick.
[ returned to the stateroom, got her shoes
and put them on. At that time the pas-
sengers were crowding toward the storn, of
the tteamer. Some:men were praying: in
the main saloon, and all were intensely
agitated. One woman wildly cried out,
¢« 'W here is the Captain?  Where are the
life-preservers?  Will nobedy help me

‘We then went through the stateroom to
the window opposite ours, and asked my
wife to get.out of the window. She fels
anable to do so, but finally succeeded. and
we went to the gangway by way of the
saloon peck. I said to my wife, ‘‘ I'm
afraid it will soon be over.”” She said, ““ 1
pray not.’” I kissed her, thinking it wonld
be our last kiss. 1 assisted her in the water
ob & shelf on which I had bound her with
two pieces of a sheet, and immediately
followed her. Alter being in the water
for & moment I said, ** Louise, I'm afraid 1
have made & mistake in leaving the
wreck,’” and 1 immediately made an effort
to reach it, and succeeded in grasping the
netting of the gangway. lo an effort to
get on the deck I lost my hold of my wife,
and she cried out, ** Oh, save me, husband,.

I grasped
her and assisted her on the saloon deck.
After getting her on her-feet, we moved to
the bow of the boat. The captain said,
+sCome this way.”’ aud he lowered a ladder
ty which we reached the hurricane deck.
I 'placed my wifo on the skylight where
some ladies and passengers were grouped,
and we remained there until ‘we could see
the breakers. I thought that the roof of
the hurricane deck would be raised by
tke waves and wonld fall flat on the beach
and that we might thus get ashore.

THE FRANTIC EXERTIONS OF THE PASSENGERS.

As the steamer struck the breakers the
part that was nearest to the shore doubled
up, and -fell back with the debris on_the
people on the deck; but 1 stifl remained
pear the syklight. The second mate fore
the skyhght from the deck, making it turn
a complete somersaalt, and - throwiog my
wife and myself partially under the frame
work. By great efforts I got outand re-
leased my wife. lmmediately after regain
ing my feet 1 caught the bodiesof an infant
and a colored man, and clasped my wile’s
left hand.

Then a stalwart man caught
the French lady and seemed to lift her as if
to throw her over his shoulder, and carried
her to the beach. Some one caught me by
the hand, but at this turn my strength
failed me. I saw my wife a few steps 10
advance. A man caught me by my right
hand and ssid: ** Now make an effort to
get on your feet.”” 1 could make no reply.
for I was. completely exhausted, e said
again : ‘* Make one more effort!”’ 1 looked
back and saw a_breaker coming. 1 made
the-effort, and- they drew me on the sand,
where 1 found my wife PSiIVT
Mr. McBrien spoke highly of the treat-
ment which he and his wite received from
those on shore.

— Close upon the publication of the
charges preferred against the Massachu-
setts constabulary by Major Emery of
Lowell, Major Jones, the Chief Constable,
has resigned. Major Emery was until re-
cently the proprietor of the Merrimack
Honse, the leading betel of Lowell, and
closed his hotel, as he alleges, because he
was nos willing to bribe the constabulary.’
Emery says that the constables took $20,000
out of the Lowell liguor dealers in one year,
and be estimates that not less than $400,000
has been blackmailed from the liquor
dealers of Boston. 'The constables who are
paid by the State to suppress the liquor
traflic make from $200 to $300a month
each for allowing liquor to be sold. The
law isevidently a failure. If liquor licenses
are to be paid, the money had better go
into the treasury of the towns than into
the pockets of the State constabulary.
