The above figures show that the number of convictions has increased in the Terri-

tories, Quebec and Manitoba, while it has decreased in all other provinces.

The number of cases tried by a jury in Canada during the year 1899 was 750, of
which 413 males and 16 females were convicted, against 822 cases in 1898, of which 454
males and 24 females were convicted.

The number of cases in which the prerogative of mercy has been exercised during

the year 1899 was 246 including 6 death sentences commuted, against 156 cases in 1898,
including 4 death sentences commuted.
