An Aa to allow the Importation of Rum and other
Spirits, from the Ifland of Bermuda into the Pro-
vince of Lower Canada without Payment of Duty,
on the fame Terms and Conditions as fuch Im-
portation may be made dire&ly from His Majefty's
Sugar Colonies in the Wfi Indies.

HEREAS it is expedient that a Commercial Intercourfe fhould
be encouraged between the Province of Lower Canada and the
Ifland of Bermuda, and between the latter and His Majefy's

Sugar Colonies in the Peft Indies : And whereas certain Duties on Rum
and other Spirits imported into Canada are impofed by an A& of the
Fourteenth Year of His prefent Majefty's Reign, intituled, in då to
eJabhjh a Fund towardsfurther defraying the Charges of the Admini//ration
of )ufice and Support of the Civil Government within the Province of
Quebec in America; which Duties are,% under certain Conditions and
Reffridions, remitted by an Aa of the Twenty-eighth Year of His prefent
