In this, an era of chaos and
hardship, prejudice and bigotry,
it is pleasing to hear of the sue-
cess story of a person, who from
the start has two strikes on him,

Robinson, the first negro to break
into big-time baseball. And if his
first year's record is any indi-
cation, Jackie has a permanent

In his univer-
sity days in California he took
