tenths of the jails ;" and the recent
convert, Sir Henry Hawkins (now Lord
Brampton ), oneof the mest ex perienced
of eriminal judges, said at Stafford In
1890, that ** at least 80 per cent of the
punishable crime of the country was
cauced by drink.” Still mora the
crimes that the law does not punish,
the sins that defile the soul and of-
fend the all-seelng, sll-pure eye of
God. Then, as for other evils, intem-
perance is responsible for poverty and
sickness and miserable homes far be-
yond all other causes. Dr Edgar
Sheppard, medical superintendent of
Colney Hatch Asylum, calculiated that
40 per cent. of the inmates admitted
into that institution owed their sad
condition, directly or indirectly, to
alcohol ; and Sir Andrew Clark sald
that of those whom he attended in the
pubiic hospital—ten thousand each
year—seven out of every ien owed
their ill health to the use of alcohol,
not always in a degree that would be
consldered excessive,

The
malice of anv offence depeuds chlefly
ou the dignity of the person offended
and on the special relations that exist
between the offender and the offended.
So that the greater the dignity ofthe
person cffended and the more sacred
the duties violated, the greater is the
malice of the offence.

Now, the dignity of God, whom man
offends by sip, is infinite, and the
dutles that man viclates by offending
God are the most sacred. They con-
clude, therefore, that the malice or
morsl deformity of sin is the gréatest
that can be conceived ; and that con-
gequentily it jostly deserves the great-
est of &l! punishments
