Correspondent Tells of Ord-
inary Life in Dug Out
n at Front.

London, Sept. 13.—"1 suppose you
will give them the usual stunt about
the splendid spirit of the Canadians
in the trenches. Do yow really think
the old folk at home want to be told
that?"”

The remark came to me from the
major whose dug-out 1 was sharins3
for the night. It was addressed good-
humoredly enough, but there was a |
suspicion of sarcasm in the first sen-
tence and a note of expostulation in
the second. I hastened to assure my
host of the dug-out I had not the
least intention of enlarging upon the
splendid spirit of the Canadians in
Flanders. For very shame, even
were I so minded, I could not set out
to patronize the boys who are
“carrying on” out there.

In the Dug-Out

The dug-out was about twelve feet
gquare and five feet wide. One had
to bend double to get in, and the
entrance, small as it was, was care-
fully screened with canvas. A couple
of candles stuck safely in niches in
th- clay between the heavy timber
supports gave an abundance of light.
The major, tunic off and pipe be-
itween his lips, reposed comfortably
on his overcoat, staring absently be-
tween puffs and remarks at the cor-
rugated roof three feet above his
face. The satchel which contained
his gas mask served him as pillow.
He had to keep his knees drawn up
to avoid the telephone apparatus.
Before this sat a lad of about_nine-
teen, likewise without tunic; dug-
outs are certainly a bit stuffy in the
early hours of the night. The tele-
phone receiver was about the oper-
ator’'s head; he pored over a maga-
zine in the intervals between mes-
sages.
