HON. D. L. HANINGTON.

Hon. D, L. Hanington, M. L. C,, died
on Sunday last at Shediac. Mr. Haning-
ton was one of the oldest legislators in
the dominion, having been born in 1804
and having entered public life as early as
1834, when he was elected to the general
assembly of this province. Since that
time he has been almost continuously in
public life. Mr. Hanington was at one
time speaker of the house of assembly,
and was a member of the executive
eouncil when the late Hon. L. A, Wil-
mot held the reins of office. Soon after
confederation Mr. Hanington was ap-
pointed to the legislative council, and
since that time every year his familiar
figure has been seen during the sessions
of the house.

persons) for the elaborate and the pre-
cise.
