miserably. Th* article of the Globe it 
ehsraotsrised by mere than its usual oon 
canoe aiment, evasion and «elf-assertion. 
Tour eorreepoodent has no inclination or 
ambition to be oonsidered the champion of 
a Government whioh has shown itself 
empty able to vindicate its own policy, nor 
would he have oonsidered himself justified 
In asking far space in year column, for re- 
marks upon any of th* topics of the day, 
mi— as is the earn on the present sub­
ject, he felt sure that from long study of 
the barley question generally, and a very 
Intimate knowledge of the views of the 
dealers on the other aide on this subject, 
As could, from personal experience, convey 
uome information which might truly indi­
cate the real causes which have led to the 
prenant agitation for an increase in the 
Customs duty on malt Imported into the 
United States. In a former letter it was 
shown that up to the year 1875 76, the 
prices of barley had ruled so high that 
duty Of 20 per cent, on Canadian malt had

1879 80, with the exoeption of „ 
of the year 1878 79, the price of 
hurley ruled so low, that with
an ad valorem duty of 20 per omit., the 
duty on Canadian malt was at times lower 
-than the specific duty of 16 cents par 
bushel on Canadian barley. This con­
sequently led to largely increased imports 
of malt into the United States and
naturally aroused the hostility of Ameri­
can maltsters, who for four or five years 
have been gradually concentrating their 
strength until they might hope to make a 
successful appeal to Congress for such 
legislation as would secure them against 
the competition from Canada which was 
increasing so largely as to very seriously 
affect their capital and business. This 
appeal at the last meeting of Congress met 
with partial success, but actual legislation 
has been postponed. If necessary, your 
correspondent might have furnished us 
another reason why American maltsters 
are every year becoming more jealous of 
Canadian malt, and it is this, that all the 
probabilities point not only to a continu­
âmes of as lew prices for barley as have 
ruled during the last five seasons but even 
to lower prices, in whioh event the present 
injustice to American maltsters would not 
only be continued but intensified. From 
the official returns of the Agricultural 
Bureau of the United States Government, 
It appears that the production of barley in 
the United States has increased from under 
twenty-seven million bushels in 1872 to 
over forty-two million bushels in 1878 ; 
while the internal revenue receipts from 
fermented liquors only increased from 
about eight and a quarter million dollars in 
1872 to about ten and three-quarter 

■ million dallais in 1879, showing that 
barley production has increased muoh 
faster than beer consumption. The same 
Bureau’s returns show that the average 
annual value of the barley crop all over the 
United States, for the eight years ending 
with crop of 1877, was $16 97 _ 
compared with $18.09 for wheat ; $12.09 
far corn ; $10.66 for oats : $10 33 for rye.

In my last letter it was shown that the 
largest year’s imports of malt into the 
Dominion of Canada were not equal to 
one-eightieth part of one per cent, of the 
malt manufactured in the United States, 
on that the rate of our duty here on 
foreign malt is a matter of perfect In differ- 

the American maltster. In this 
connection it might then have been shown, 
and it may be as well te note it now, that 
there is no analogy whatever between the 
modes of collecting excise duties here end 
in the United States. In the United 
Skates maltsters do not require to pay 
license for their business, nor any duty on 
their malt. In Canada maltsters pay an 
annual license duty of $100 to $200, ac­
cording to capacity, and one cent per lb. 
on all the malt they manufacture. In 
Canada brewers pay a license duty of $56, 
bet no excise duty on ale or beer manufac­
tured from malt. In the United States 
brewers pay an annual license duty of $50 
to $100, according' to capacity, and an ex­
cise duty of $1 per bbL of thirty-one gal­
lons. It will be seen at once that any 
argument attempting to establish the ne­
cessity of a change in the duty on malt in 
the United States because of a change in 

is very far-fetched. All these 
points are carefully evaded or concealed 
by the Globe. The commercial reasons 
which so powerfully influenced the 
American maltsters are ignored ; so also is 
the fact that for two or three years prior 
to the formation of our present Govern­
ment, or adoption of the National Policy, 
the hostility to our malting trade had 
been aroused end was gradually gaining 
force.

FOUND IN A QARRE1.
A Mssppstnted Agrlenlteval Implement 

red lev's Bad Experience.
London, Ont., July 8 —On Sunday after­

noon last, several boys from Clinton went 
down to what is known as Cook’s mill dam 
on the Bayfield river, and adjacent to the 
line of the G. W. R., for the purpose of 
bathing. On the oouth side of the river, In 
Stanley township, stands an old frame 
house, so muoh uied by tramps that the 
owner of the farm seriously thought of 
lately burning it down In order to put a 
stop to the practice. Out of curiosity, one 
of the boys was inspecting the Interior of 
the building, when he was startled by 
finding a well-dressed man np in a corner 
of the garret, the elmneet part of the 
building. Hastily descending and Inform 
tug hie companions they proceeded to the 
■pot, and found the man alive, but ex­
ceedingly weak, scarcely able to whisper. 
He managed to ask for water, whioh on 
being given him was eagerly drank. A 
couple of the boys, finding an old can, 
milked a cow and gave him the milk, whioh 
somewhat strengthened him. They then 
procured acme fresh eggs and gave them to 
him, but hie stomach was too weak to re­
tain them, and some bread given him he 
could not swallow. He managed to tell 
them that ho hid been In the building 
since the 26th June, eight days, and with 
smletanns he was carried oat to the grass. 
He wae afterwards oonveyed to a house at 
Gran ton, and Mr. Chidley procured medi­
cal assistance and went down to look after 
kirn. D* some time ft wee thought he 
oon Id sot recover, sa the besting of his 
pulse wbi Imperceptible, but under skilful 
treatment he gained strength, and was 
soon able to converse pretty freely. He 
gave his name * Wm. Ell wood, aged 68, a 
former merchant of Loom, but sufferinj 
reverses, took a position as agriculture 
Implement agent. He stated that he left 
that place on the 15th June, having but a 
single slice of bread, and made hie way as 
far north as the Durham line In the County 
of Grey, but finding it difficult to tell the 
implements, unless, is he said, “ telling 
many lies," he gave up, and waaon hie way 
bank, walking along the railroad track, 
when he felt sick and went to the house 
where he wee found, ee the only available 
pl»o« of refuge. Being informed that 
it wae strange the termers among 
whom he travelled did not give 
him something to eat, he stated “ that he 
would not beg, and steal he could not,” 
and ae none of them asked him if he was 
hungry, he would not tell them, and main­
tained that beyond some water he had 
drank, nota particle more had he to eat 
than the one piece of breed until found by 
the boys, for three mornings.

LIZZIE QRAY’S RELEASE.

Ottawa, July 10.—The liberation of the 

woman Lisais Gray who was eentenoed to 
gaol for six months for enticing a young 
girl Into her den, and released on a docu­
ment signed by Aldermen Rooque and St. 
Jean, continuée to be the topio of conver­
sation, and the results are likely to be any­
thing but pleasant to the aldermen and 
lawyer concerned, and the Governor of the 
gaol. A representative of an evening 
paper yesterday interviewed the parties 
concerned, when the following feats were 
elicited Mr. O'Gara, the magistrate who 
committed the woman to gaol, when asked 
if the liberation of Lisais Gray had been 
legally effected, replied that ft had not, 
that when Mr. Moegrove asked for bail on 
giving notice of appeal it was refuted. 
Mr. Moegrove then said that he intended 
to apply to the Chief Juetioe of the 
Supreme Court for the liberation of the 
prisoner on a writ of habeas corpus, and so 
he (the polios magistrate) signed on the 
notice of appeal, "bail refused.”

Rsportxr —Had the Governor of the 
gaol the right to liberate the prisoner on 
the strength of the order presented !

Mr. O'Gara—No right whatever, but 
Mr. Powell wae evidently not aware that 
the order wae no good. The old man has 

i ailing of late and he hie been played 
upon by the others.

Rsportxr—What do you intend to do 
la regard to the matter !

Mr. O'Gara—I shall report the matter 
to the Attorney-General of the Province, 
and have the lawyer and the two magis­
trates who signed the warrant of release 
Indicted for violating the statutes. They 
knew they were doing wrong.

Chief of Police Sherwood gave it se hie 
opinion that the Governor of the gaol wae 
responsible for whet had occurred, ae he 
had so right to liberate the prisoner except 
upon an order from a superior Judge, 
hiving higher authority titan the police 
magistrate and under the seal of the Court. 
The case had been tried and disposed of, 
and no change could be effected in the

noon just at 4o’olock, having an appoint­
ment at that hour to keep with Dr. Grant, 
when a carter stopped me, stating that 
Mr. Mosgrove wished to see me. On going 
into Mr. Moegrove’e office he stated that 
he wanted me to sign » warrant for the re­
lease of Lizzie Gray, who appealed from 
the decision of the Polios Magistrate, and 
desired to be tried by jury at the Quarter 
Sessions. I told him if the proceedings 
were all right I should have no objection 
to sign It, but that I did not want to get 
into any trouble. He said that It wae all 
"ght, as he had Chief Justice Ritchie’s 
pinion regarding the matter that bail 
lould be accepted. Thinking that every­

thing wee all right, I signed the paper.”
Aid. Rocqtrs, the other signer of 

the release warrant, stated that he refused 
at first to sign the paper, but when told 
by Mr. Moegrove that Chief Juetioe Ritchie 
had given it as his opinion that bail should 
be accepted, end that the signing of the 
papers by Add. St. Jean and hlmse 
merely a matter of form, he put hie name 
to the warrant. He knew that Mr. O'Gara 
had opposed the application for bail, bat 
he (Mr. Rooque) wae also aware that the 
same thing in a similar case, where bail 
wae refused by the police magistrate, had 
been done by Messrs Stares and Si.
