A QUEENS ELECTION
SCANDAL.

On Testimony of the Premier
Himself—Official Partizan-
ship in the Fielding Elec-
tion.

ANOTHER $100000 FOR
RIDEAU,

Ottawa, Nov. 10, 1906.

In the insurance investigatior,
continued this week here, Mr. Shep-
ley, counsel for the Government,
thought proper to inquire olosely
into the purchase by George Fowler,
M. P.,and Rufus Pope, ex~-M. P.,
of 200,000 acres of land from the C.
P. R. Compavy. Mr, Shepley
Iabored bard to make it appear that
these buyers amd their associstes
bought on favored terme amnd that
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more, than they: psid for it. If that
were so it would be bétter for the
Daion Trust Company and slso for
the Forresters, who afterwards be.
came interested in {he property,
Bat it was shown by the ovndonoo of

C. P. R, land l“?t Grifio- that
‘price received ‘wis the best M!M
2"» to ob.tnn for -

wepsey. had

out of the traneastion as did .ll other
purchasers of western lands. Mr.
Grifin swore positively that he was
not instruoted to favor these pur—
chasers over others and that no spe—
cial advantage was given them.

IF THEY HAD BEEN GRITS.

If Mr. Pope, Mr. Fowler and their
assooiates had been Government sup-
porters in Parliament or Govern-
ment leaders out of Parliament, or
had been relatives or silent partners
of Liberal members or ministers it
would not have been necessary for
them to go to the 0. P. R. and buy
land at the market price. Instead
of paying $700 000 for 200,000 acres
seleoted ount of 225000 acres, some
of the land remote from projected
railway lines, they would bave gone
to the Government and got the same
quantity, with the privilege of pick-
ing it up in smaell lots any time
within the next six years out of
650,000 acres, along proposed rail-
way routes, paying $200,000 instead
of $700,000. Inatead of paying
$200,000 when the option was taken
aod $116,666 as a first payment
when the ssle was completed, they
could bave saved their money, as
they would not have been asked to
pay for the lands until they took
them, or to take them until they had
been sold to the settlers. Moreover,
they need have paid no cash but
could bave settled with sorip costing
aboat 2 cents on the dollar. As
they were Covservatiyves without a
Government pull, the Pope and
Fowler syndicate was able to make
only $1 an aore, or $200,000 on their
investment apd risk. Had they
been Adamsons or oconneetiona of
the Turiff family, or intimates of the
Minister of the Interior, their gains
would have been $7 or $3 an acre
with no oash investment gnd no
risk.

SOMETHING WRONG WITH
THE ROSS RIFLE.

There is trouble over the Ross
rifle. It is officially announced that
the mounted police, which bave been
supplied with this weapon bhave re-
taroed their rifles to the Mi)itia De—
partment, as unsuitable for active
service. The Militia Department
explains that the defeot is & matter
of detail and will be remedied. How
far this is correct will be seen later.
At present we know that the Roes
Rifle Company bas a contract to
furnish these rifles at $25 each, and
that 16,500 bhad been mgopfactured
betore May of this year. The oon-
traot provides for the purchase of
10,000 each year at the avove price,
and the Militia will take its whole
supply from thjs ooncern, The
mounted police received 1,600, but
are spparently now using the weapon
they bad before. There is a good
deal of dissatisfaction in Quebec over
the privilege given to the Roes
Compapy to build the rifie and part-
ridge factory cn or near the Plains
of Abraham where it is to be a dis-
figurement and in the event of & war
it would be in am exposed position.

WILL HYMAN GO.

The Toronto Globe created a little
sensittion this week by publishing
the report that Mr..Hyman, Minister
of Public Works, was about to resign
bis seat in the Cabinet, The report
is contradioted or disoredited by Mr.
Hyman's colleagues. He bas been
at New York and was there when
the Globe ststement was published.
There is s general sentiment that
the story ought to be trae whether it
is or not. For the London Election
prosecutions have day by day reveal-
ed more rasocalities connected with
bis election. The number of elect~
ors proved to have been bribed now
far exoeeds one hundred and is ap-
proaching the second oentury. It
is shown moreover, that the conspir-
acy was a wide one and that there
was in several districts & complete
and thorough inspection of ballots
before the payment of bribes. This
involved the assistance of deputy
returning officars and other cofficials,
with muoeh perjary. The Minister
of Publio Works as the ohief bene-
ficiary of these crimes, owing his
plsce in the Houss to them, will be
@ daring and presumptious man if he
ventures to take bis place as a re-
presentative of the people of London
as legisiator for the Canadian nation,
and the head of a great spending
department.

ALL OVER THE COUNTRY.

The prosecution continues te bring
out evidence of the stealing of seats
throughout Ontario in previous elec-
tions. Daring this week a large
pumber of witnesses from RBrook-
ville have sworn that they were
either engaged and paid for switch—
ing ballots in the by-electione of
1898 or that attempts were made to
angage them to commit these orijses.
At least a dozen Brookville deputies
must have been taken into the con=
fidenoe of the popepirators and shown
how to perform the eperation of
ballot substitation. They were offer.
od and some confess to have received
the price of $5 per vote for every
one 80 8tolen, with an additional re-
taining fee of $100, in one ease, and
perhaps smaller sums in others,

MINISTERS KNEW IT LONG
AGO.

One of the features of theee dis-
closures is that the whole story was
told six years ago by Prichett in
affidayjts which Mr. Borden read in
the House of Commons, Fhe chief
operator and ipstructor in ballot
switching set forth in detail within
a few months after the occurrence,
the time, place and manner of his
proceedings. At that time the mem.
ber who got the stolen seat was in
the House voting regularly with the
Government. A few months before
the sffidavit was read dir Wilfrid
Lsnrler, 8ir Rjocbprd Cartwright and
Mcr. Fielding had solemnly declared
in the House that the Government
desired and would promote and as-
sist'in obtaining a full inveeligation
by Parlismentary committee of the
West Hprop and Brookville soar.

who had been twice sentenced to
jail for atealing, and was oharged
while in office with several other acts
of theft and embezzlement. The
Minister who secured an increase of
pay for the cfficial while sp aceused,
and who placed him in office at
double his former aslary after his
two terms in jail, would naturally
expeoct campaign service from him,
BAD FAITH.
Mr. Fielding's case is perhaps
more surprising. He was a party to
Sir Wilfrid’s declaration, He had
just been unseated for violation of
the law by his agent, and had a par-
row escape from personal diequal fi-
cation. His attention would there-
fore be directed to these matters and
be made a great pretence to be con-
ducting a fair eleotion,
Yot the documents are printed
showing that at one poll in Queen’s
Oounty Mr. Fielding’s sgents, ap-
pointed by himself, baying his cer-
tificate personally sigved, were both
of them Government officials. Jobn
O. Campbell, of Port Mouton, light
hopse keeper, who according to the
Auditor Generalls report, is drawing
a salary of $300 a year was one of
these campaign representatives,
The other waa J. L, Bain, of Liver-
pool, who in 1808 reoelved a salary
and expenses of $371 as fishery in-
spector,
HOW CONSISTENT.

A few years ago the Government
had inquisiton all over the country
inyestigating charges agaipst post-
masters, some of them receiving not
more than $10 a year salary accused
of attending political conventions or
sitting on a platform at a political
meetiog or expressing a partisan opin-
jon st 3 cross roads conversation.
Now Ministers themselves call out
regular salaried officials to do their
campaiga work in direct opposition to
their own pledges and to a resolution
of Parliament which they ugpPoned.

$100,000 MORE FOR RIDEAU.

Speaking of pledges, readers may
remember the speeches which used to
be made about the cost of napkins,
gutlery and other small articles bought
for Hideau hall. A few thousand
dollars expended in improvement on
the Governor General’s residerce
formerly threw the Liberal opposhion
into dangerous bysterics,

The expeaditure on Rideau Hall in
(5- hn ten years has been about
double that of the previoysten. Now
the annocuncement is made that the
Goveroment is about to build a $100,
ooo addition to the premises.
