The operatives are to with­
draw their demand for a ten per cent, 
general increase, and all the minor 
disputes, such as grievances of alleg­
ed ill-treatment are to be submitted 
to a court of arbitration under the 
Lemieux act.

ALMOST BAD WRECK.

LinePassenger Train on lnterurban 
Bumps Into Freight.

Vancouver, Aug. 24.—Owing to a 
misplaced switch, the first car from 
the Royal City on the intemrban line 
Stet with an accident this morning. 
Fortunately, no persons were injured, 
though considerable damage was in­
flicted to the ears concerned.

Before the passenger train started 
from the station a freight was taken 
out and switched off thé main line ot 
the pipeworks siding. The crew neg­
lected to throw the switch back and 
the passenger followed the incorrect 
course, striking the freight with con­
siderable force. The passengers re­
ceived a severe shaking up.

TWO EXCURSION TRAINS 
COLLIDE.

Bell Line in Lethbridge.
Lethbridge, Aug. 24.—“The long 

distance wire to Calgary will be in 
operation in three weeks or a month,” 
said Manager F. O. Burbridge, of the 
Bell Telephone Co. yesterday.

“Lethbridge subscribers can then 
talk not only to Calgary and the 
towns in between, bu^ also to Banff 
and Edmonton, and all intermediate 
points. Such as Red Deer and Wetas- 
kiwin.

“The local system is also being 
greatly improved. In fact it will 
practically be rebuilt. Whenever pos­
sible all wires will be confined to 
cables, thus avoiding the trouble 
caused with open wires by wind­
storms. tl will do away with cross­
ed lines and short circuits.

Salpulpa, I.T., Aug. 24.—Four persons 
were killed and 30 injured this after- 
hoon when the west-bound St. Louis and 
San Franciaco passenger train No. 40V, 
due in Tulsa at 3.35 p.m., and an east- 
bound passenger train No. 412, both 
loaded heavily with excursionists, col­
lided head-on near this city.

Snoad, Conway, Mo., fireman, west­
bound train ; Angers, Oklahoma City, 
fireman and one unidentified man.

Seriously injured: Jas. Hauer, Mon­
ett, Mo., fireman west-bound train, ser­
ious; Wm, J3. Hill, leg crushed and in­
jured internally; Wm Walker, St. Jos­
eph, Mo., bad sprain; W. Baungarfcen, 
St. Louis, head cut; M. A. Coe, oMnett, 
express messenger west bound ttain. 
hand crushed ; William Blante, St. Louis 
express messenger westbound train, ser­
ious.

The wreck is said to have been due to 
the failure of the dispatcher at Salpul­
pa, to issue an order to the eastbound 
train to take siding at Redfork. Both 
engines and the baggage car on the east- 
bonnd train, and the baggage car and 
combination coach cm the west-bound 
train were telescoped and caught fire 
and burned.

LAURIER TAKES UP JAP QUESTION
Vancouver, Aug. 24. — Sir Wilfrid 

Laurier is in communication with the 
Japanese government regarding the hug, 
influx of coolies now in progress to Brit­
ish Columbia and the premier expecti- 
to solve the difficulty and stop the immi­
gration. Hon. Wm. Templeman, minis 
ter of marine and fisheeies, who reach­
ed the city from Ottawa today, gave 
this assurance and stated that the pre­
mier is very much - concerned over the 
reports from the Pacific Coast of the 
remarkable rush of Japanese to Canada. 
Sir Wilfrid sent for Consul Genera1 
Nosse, Japanese representative at Ottawa 
and discussed the situation with him at 
great length. Nosse assured the premiei 
that the Japanese government was liv 
mg up to the letter of the agreement 
with Canada by which no more than 
480 Japanese were-allowed to leave Japat 
for this country per year, bnt that onc<

.ce out of Japan the government could 
control them.

Sir Wilfrid is now in communication 
with the Japanese government and n 
confident of arriving at a satisfactor; 
arrangement that will stop Hie ,rUslp

Speaking for himself Senator Temple 
man said he was thoroughly in sympathy 
wit* the stiuij taken by, R. G. Mac 
pbtirson, M.l\ :“My personal opinion n 
well known,’1 said Iton.

FRAUD FOUND IN ITALIAN BANK
Toronto, Aug. 24.—As the result of a 

conference of parties interested in the 
Banco Giannetti and the police author­
ities three of the men connected with the 
bank were taken into custody. They 
are Domenico Vetrolile, F. E. Martiran 
and D. Conforti. The specific charge 
is that they did-conspire by deceit and 
fraudulent means to defraud one Con­
nors Oarrais of a sum of $2,.‘1(H).

The men appeared before police magis­
trate Denison and were remanded till 
the 38th August. It has been establish­
ed beyond all doubt that a regular bank­
ing business was carried on by the de­
funct institution at 18 Front street. The 
detective department has learned that 
there were upwards of 580 depositors, all 
Italians, and the books show that the 
amounts ranged from $56 to $248. About 
5,000 blank passbooks were found in the 
“Banco."

Money Cannot Be Traced.
There is nothing to show what disposi­

tion was made of the deposits in the 
bank unless it was that they formed the 
amount of deposit to the credit of the 
■’Banco" in the Merchants’ Bank and 
which had gradually decreased to the 
fiieagre sum of $35, now shown in the 
Bank books.

NO G.T.P. LINE ON PACIFIC COAST.
Winnipeg, Man., 'Aug. 26.—The re­

port that the forthcoming visit of 
Charlee M. Hays to the west is in con­
nection with the project of building 
an extension of the Grand Trunk 
down the Pacific Coast is entirely dis­
credited by the officials. The scheme 
as reported, included he building of 
a line from Vancouver to Prince Ru­
pert and thence to San Francisco, but 
the affair is scouted as highly fantas­
tic and in Grand Trunk circles, re­
garded as purely imaginary.

The attention of the president of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific has been drawn 
to the ’fact of the construction of a 
line from Prince Rupert to Vancouver 
and Mr. Hays consideration will no 
doubt be called to it on his present 
visit. The real object of his visit is 
in connection with the contracts now 
in progress, the building of the last 
section of the rbad from Edmonton 
to Prince Rupert, and the terminal 
plans at Prince Rupert. Any action 
in regard to the proposed line from 
Prince Rupert to Vancouver before 
the completion of the through trunk 
line is regarded as highly improbable, 
especially when the officials are not 
any too sanguine regarding the com­
pletion of what is already planned 
within anything like the required 
length of time. Mr. Morse will leave 
for the west the beginning of the week 
and will be joined a few days later 
at Winnipeg by Mr. Hays when they 
will proceed west on the inspection 
trip.

The minister then proceeded to die 
iuaa the Japanese influx.

ly because of the consciousness of th< 
presence oi a large number of men, 
vho are competent and able to work 
or very much less wages. But thi 
eeling of opposition extends beyond 
his class. There is a panicky feelinj 
imong the inhabitants generally tha’ 
hey do not know what is behind tht 
novement.

But. in' 
lead of there being n clear d i vis m 
letween emj>loyers and the workini 
lasses, as was the case in regard to 
Chinese and Hindoo labor, there is r 
ningled opposition, comprising em 
•loyers and the mercantile classes 
'Everyone, except tjie employer who ii 
'P against it badly for labor in ordei 
o -meet some urgent demand, seem: 
o share the feeling of distrust engen 
lered by the suddenness and volume 
■f the influx.
"It is only this spring, that the 

rovement has taken place, and itf 
uddenness has alarmed people. Ai 
•nportant feature of the case is tha' 
he immigrants are not coming froir 
span, but the Sandwich Islands; and 
Ithough they are: Japanese citizens

Some 
ears ago the Japanese government 
ntered into a tacit understanding

ible, suspicion is aroused. This i: 
ceentuated by'.the statement—I can 

■ ot quote my authority—that the peo- 
Je who are landing in British Col- 
mbia hold passports to the Sandwich 
salnds, dated ' oriiy *ïhis spring. If 
heir passports were dated years ag< 
t could be readily conceived—so it ir 
rgued—that the conditions of the la 
ior market there might be the cause 
■f the present influx. A desire to bet- 
er one’s position could be rationally 
ttributed as the reason for the move 
lent to British Columbia, and the 
nflux would have a natural complex 
on. But, in the circumstances, the 
Je a prevails that the Sandwich 
slands are being used as a cloak tc 
■over a pre concerted move towards 
lanada. The feeling of panic is at 
iresent practically confined to the

>f solid granite bordering, on Sproat 
ake may be seen crude engravings cut 
into th e rock. They represent some 
eight different animals, the whale ap­
parently predominating. Some think 
hat a representation of a mastadon is 

also intended.
Mr. Shephard by means of tracing 

the lines of the rock drawings with 
balk, has obtained some excellent pho­

tographs of tho pictures, which cover 
a space of some twenty feet square. 
When these engravings were done or by 
whom is at present a mystery.

The indentations in the rock, though 
:nade into solid granite and bearing evi­
dence of having originally been made 
fairly deep, are now very much worn, 
hnd in places hard td decipher. Simi­
lar rock engraving in some parts of 
England known to have been done 
twelve hundred years ago, are still plain­
ly visible though made only in sand­
stone rock so readily destroyed by the 
iction of frost and rain. Thousands of 
years must have elapsed to have produc­
ed tho erosion on the solid granite at 
Sproat lake.

As to who performed the work indi­
cations would point naturally to the In 
bans. Some of thé sketches somewhat 
resemble the carved figures of birds and 
animals to be seen on their totem poles 
Some carving of an inferior descrip­
tion may be seen on the sandstone rock 
near the Indian village of Wyah, at the 
Entrance of the Nitinat lagoon, which 
are reputed to be the work of Indians.

The arduous work of engraving on 
nard rock with primitive tools may have 
been performed by slaves, of which in 
older times each great chief had a con 
ildi-rable number. The whole find would 
prove of much interest to an expert an 
tiquarian.

OCEAN GOING SHIP TURNED TUR­

but it is believed that the cargo con­
sisting of general merchandise, wilt 
be almost a total loss as the hull of 
the vessel lies in about fifteen feet 
of water. The vessel was scheduled to 
sail for Panama and way ports at 1 
o’clock this afternoon and was taking 
m her last supply of coal when the 
accident occurred. It is supposed to 
have been caused by the listing of the 
vessel as the coal w as being loaded 
on one side. She went dowrn slowly 
and all those on board had time to 
clamber on the dock.

One man, who was asleep at the 
time, was loused and he succeeded in 
saying himself. The Acapulco is an 
ocoan-going steamer 290 feet long, 40 
feet wide, twenty feet deep, with a 
gross tonnage of 2.572. She was built 
by the Harlan Hollingsworth Com­
pany, Wilmington, Del., in 1893.

GERMAN CRUISER ARRIVES.

On Informal Visit to the Port of Mon­
treal.

Montreal, Aug. 26.—The German ar­
mored cruiser, Bremen of the third 
class is in port on a visit and will re­
main until Sept. 9th.

agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent by the Subagent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail.

In case of "personation” the- entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim.

An application for inspection must 
De made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
and only one application for inspec­
tion will be received from an indivi" 
dual until that application lias been 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in 
good standing, and not liable to can­
cellation, may, subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favour , 
oi father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister, if eligible, but to 
no one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.

W’here an entry is summarily can­
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to institution of coneellation 
proceedings, the applicant for inspec­
tion will be entitled to prior right of 
entry.

Applicants for Inspection must 
state in what particulars the home- 
eteader is in default, and if subse­
quently. the statement is found to lie 
incorrect in material particulars, the 
applicant will lose any prior right of 
re-entry, shouki the land become 
vacant, or if entry has been granted 
it may be summarily cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to 
perform the conditions under one of 
the following plans :—

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, ii the 
(ather is deceased) of a homesteader 
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for by such home­
steader the requirement as to resi 
dencc may be satisfied by such per­
son residing with the father or 
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent 
residence upon farming land owned 
by him in the vicinity of his home­
stead ,the requirement may be satis­
fied by residence upon such land.

Before making application for 
patent the settler must give six 
months’ notice in writing to he Com­
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot­
tawa, of his intention to do -so.
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal mining rights may be 

leased for a period os twenty-one 
vears at an annual rental of $1 per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
shall be leased to one individual or 
company. A royalty at the rate of 
five cents per ton shall be collected 
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of 
uge, or over, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a clairq, 
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to tire 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, and upon complying with other 
requirenlents, purchase me land at 
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pay­
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent, on 
the sale.

Plqeer mining claims generally are 
100 feet square; entry fee $5, renew­
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases 
• o dredge for gold of five miles each 
for a term of twenty- years, renewable 
at the discretion of the Minister of 
the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for each five miles. 
Rental $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leasod. Royalty at the rate 
of 2 1-2 per cent, collected on the 
output after it exceeds $10,000.

COMING OF JAPS STILL TO FORE.
Ottawa, Aug. 26—The Dominion gov­

ernment is still negotiating with th 
Japanese government with a view to 
restricting the immigration to Canada 
to a limited number each year, no 
matter whether they come from Hono­
lulu or anywhere else. It is expect 
ed that such an arrangement may be 
effected.

The existing arrangement is for 
about 500 or 600 a year, but this is 
over-ridden by arrivals from Hone 
lulu. Instead of making it so many 
from different provinces in Japan the 
idea is to limit the number arriving 
in British Columbia. Canada’s com­
mercial agent in Japan writes to the 
department that the exports from Ja­
pan to Canada for the six months’ 
ending June 30 last were 1,038,479 yen, 
compared with 991,083 yens for the 
same time last year. The imports in 
Hour from Canada were 129,425 yen, 
compared with 85,215 last year.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting 
and 26, not reserved, may be home­
steaded by any person the sole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec 
tion, of 166 acres, more or less.
