Sifton, and the Lrown pfPoved con-
clusively that the accused was the
author of the libel complained of and
that it was published by him. A large
aumber of post cards and letters of a
distinetly libellous e¢haracter were put
in evidence and proved to be written
and published by the accused. The
prisoner was found guilty and sen-
tenced to two years in the peniten-
tiary.

In passing sentence the Judge com-
mented on the sérious nature of the
offence and the meanness of the man
who would attempt to injure the char-
acter of innocent people, and even if
there had been some_ foundation for
the statements that were made on the
post card, there would be no justifica-
tion for the mean and criminal act
of the prisoner. -The Chief Justice re-
marked that the Legislature in its wis-
dom had seen fit to provide as the
maximum penalty for such offences
two years imprisonment in the peni-
tentiary and that would be the sen-
tence in this case.

It is 'believed that jealousy and
malice were the motives that actdfated
the prisoner in his action.

BIG COAL PROPOSITION.
Senator T. O. Davis, of Prince Al-
bert, has come up from the Saskatche-

due east of Lacombe. This eoal prop-
erty was estimated to yield 50,000,000
tons of coal of a quality which is as
good, if not superior to the best Galt
coal mined in the Lethbridge district.

“I found the G. T. P. will in all

{ probability run their Tofield to Cal-

gary line through Alix,” said the Sen-
ator, “and that being the case, we
shall be in a position to work the
mine as soon as the railway is there
to give us shipping facilities. I have

Milfaney was arrest-
ed .at an auction sale of Amer Stim-
mel’s at the market square on March

sale without resérve a black’ mare
which Percy G. Horner eclaimed had
been stolen from him. Milraney
spent a month in jail before he was
released on bail. He was brought up
for trial at the spring session of the
Supreme Court but the case was not
proceeded with as Milrainey asked
to be allowed to hunt wup George
Evans from whom he said he had re-
ceived the horse to put up for sale.
A private detective has been in
search of Evans but has been unabla
tolocate him.

The case for the crown”/was closed
this. morning, seven witnesses being
heard. G. B. O’Connor, who is act-
qing fo rthe defence, called the ac-
cused as first witness. Milrainey’s
’swry was given ‘in  straight-forward
iashion in answer to the questions
put him by the counsel. It was brief-

In September 1908 he met a man
who ecalled himself George Evans, at
the Dominion Dining Hall, where he
was loading, Evans said he was em-
ployed on the G.T:P. east of’the city,
at Fitzgerald’s camp.  Milrainey, wno
owned two Norwood lots, entered in-
to a verbal agreement with Evans (0
sell him one of the lots for $350.
Evans paid .$50. down and agreed to
pay another $50 jn a few months.
Milrainey saw Evans but once after
that until March.. On Wednesday
evening, March 3rd, he met him °n
the Palm cigar store on Jasper Ave-
nue, and Kvans asked him how he
would like ‘to take & norse in part
payment for the property. Milrainey
said he would do so if. it was a good
one, They agreed to meet on tOtawa
Awenue north of the C.N.R. tracks
the following morning at nine o’clock.
Milrainey spent thé night at the
Gem Restaurant onJFirst street where
he had rented a room the day before
and in the morning at the -time
agreed upon met Evans on Ottawa
Avenue. Evans was driving a grey
team and had a black mare tied be-
hind “his wagon. - Milrainey didn’t
like the looks of the horse, which
was badly broken about the knees,
and refused to accept it in payment,
Evans then asked him to take it fo
the market for aucuon and do the
best he could with 1t. He would né
satigfied. Milrainey agreed to do this
as Evans claimed to be too busy
teaming te spare time himself. Mil-
rainey brought the norse to Auetion-
eer Stimmel directly after Evans
drove away- with nis team and at
one o'eclock it was put up for sale,
Milrginey had just instructed (-
auctioneer to put iy up-for sale with.
out reserve when he was arrested by
Detective Brooks and taken to the
police station.

Stevens, live stock commissioner,
paid a visit to the farm of Jas. Tough
northwest of the_city. Mr. Curtiss
wa  sgreatly interested in the mag-
nificent herd of Herefords which has

Speaking to the Bulletin Mr. Cur-
tiss . expressed  his .deep interest .n
the development of Canada and said

THE CARE OF OUTSIDE POOR.
A delegation representative of the

Council of the United Aids of Edmon-}

ton and district waited on Premier
Rutherford at the government build-
ings yesterday, to ask that destituie
people coming to Edmonton from var-
ious parts of the province should not
be a charge on the Edmontoil public
without some assistance from the gov-
ernment.

The Premier recognized the princi-
ple of the United Aids society and
agreed’ that“the  cases of emergency
from outside places should be attend-
ed to by .the government authorities
8o that the local society should not
be sériously handicapped-in its work.

The society has secured the services
of T. Turnbull and Mrs. Turnbull as
paid officials, whose duty it will be
to give attention to all cases of dis-
tress in the ecity during the coming
winter. A labor exchange has also
been organized as the work of a spe-
cial committee, This exchange will
not-only find employment for those
seeking such in the city, but will te
ingtrumental in' regulating to- some
extent the labor market of the pro-
vince.
