I am now, thanks t;o a 
good 'constitution, almost ready to pro­
ceed to France again. It isn’t an ex­
actly pleasing thought. Still I was 
fortunate—very fortunate—compared 
to many poor fellows. ... I hope I 
will get through the next scrap as 
eeasily as I got through this one.’’ 
Mr. Sturrick wishes to be remembered 
to all his friends in the city, and the
