Whereas there isreason to believe that a
military expedition is about tobe fitted out in
tha United States, with the intention to in-
vade the Island of Cuba, a colony of Spain,
with which this country is at peace, and
whereas it is believed that this expedition is
instigated and set on foot by foreigners, who
dare to make our shores 'the scene of their
